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CRIME ISSUE IN THE SHORT PROSE OF OLHA KOBYLIANSKA

The article analyzes the literary works of O. Kobylianska, focusing on the portrayal of the crime issue, particularly
murders for various motives: accidental killings, intentional acts with lucrative impulse, as well as revenge and retribution.
Encroachment on someone else's property became the cause of crime in the novellas “But the Lord is Silent” and “The
Moon”, while marital betrayal and adultery with a married woman lead to tragedy in the novellas “Holy Mother of God,
Have Mercy on Us!” and “Putifara”. Alcoholism and domestic violence took the life of the hero from the novel “Warm
the Children, O Sun”, and careless handling of weapons becomes fatal in the novel “Moscow Gweru”.

The problem of murder also emerges in works that, in terms of genre and style, fit into the fairy tale genre (“Vorozhka”
and “Mr. Wizard”).

From the Christian perspective, murder is considered one of the gravest sins, often stemming from temptation, which
the characters of Kobylianska's works succumb to and deliberately take the lives of others. It is established that most
crimes have a cause-effect nature and are committed in a state of intense emotional excitement, occasionally through
premeditation. Each murderer pays for their sin with either emotional suffering, loss of freedom, or their own life.

In Kobylianska's novellas, symbols and artistic details serve an emotionally-enhancing function, vividly illustrating
the narrative and emphasizing the plot and compositional components of the works. The symbolism of artistic images
such as the moon, sun, clock, eyes, axe, frog, and apple tree is highlighted and explored. Simultaneously, it is generalized
that nature plays a significant role in the analyzed works, acting as a direct participant in the events, with its condition
corresponding to the psychology and inner world of the characters. It is crucial to note that the crimes often occur during
the dark hours of the day.

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HISTORY AS FACT AND FICTION IN THE NOVEL “THE BOOK OF POWER.
THE FREEDOM” BY V. TERLETSKYI

The study attempts to analyze the first historical novel by V. Terletskyi “The Book of Strength. The Freedom”. The
aim of the study is to analyze the problem of representation of history as fact and fiction in the analyzed work. Using
the material of the novel, the author of the research tries to determine the correlation between fact, fiction and conjecture,
to consider the peculiarities of the portrayal of both well-known and little-known historical figures. The researcher argues
that the most important thing in the novel “The Book of Strength. The Freedom” is a realistic portrayal of historical
biographies of individuals, which do not allow the use of facts that contradict history. To achieve this goal, the author
of the novel actively draws on information from various historical sources, and sometimes provides direct quotes.

The artist acts in his work as a historian, philosopher, narrator, and commentator. With the help of conjecture, he adds
his own thoughts to the historical information and sometimes gives his own estimates. Thus, in the novel “The Book
of Strength. The Freedom” historical fact becomes an artistic fabric of fiction.

Conjecture allows us to reconstruct historical episodes for which there was no documentary evidence. The fact in
the novel, on the one hand, is a source of inspiration for the writer, and on the other hand, it is a reference point for building
an alternative reality.

The synthesis of fact and fiction creates a single artistic world of the work, which, on the one hand, has a historical
basis, and on the other hand, is supplemented by the author's imagination. When depicting famous historical figures,
the author, in addition to reliable facts about their lives, supplements their characterization with information that is often
enshrined in stereotypes or legends that have deeply entered the historical social and national consciousness. This is
especially evident in the portrayal of such historical figures as Dmytro Vyshnevetskyi, Semeriy Nalyvaiko, and Samiilo
Kishka. Due to the lack of information in historical and scientific sources, the artist turns to historical songs, dumas,
and legends.

The area of interpenetration of fact and fiction and conjecture in the novel is also represented by portraits of historical
figures, which, in addition to true historical information, are supplemented by the author's imagination. An important
portrait detail in this case is the description of the eyes.

In the end, it is sometimes difficult to draw a clear line between fact and fiction, because fiction emerges from real
events, is created on their basis, and is overgrown with details that look quite plausible.

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A PERSONAL APPROACH TO THE FORMATION OF FOREIGN LANGUAGE
COMPETENCE OF STUDENTS OF HIGHER EDUCATION

In the article, the author revealed the understanding and means of implementing a personal approach during
the formation of foreign language competence among students of higher education on the example of the organization
of studies at the Faculty of Foreign Philology at H.S. Skovoroda Kharkiv National Pedagogical University. The article
defines the relevance of the personal approach precisely at the stage of diagnosis of such work. Using the methods
of analyzing the content of educational programs and syllabi, studying the materials of open classroom classes and the results
of monitoring studies at the university, the author obtained the following results. It has been established that the purpose
of the stage of diagnosis of foreign language competence formation in the realities of today's challenges is to focus attention
on achieving goals: studying the peculiarities of the vision of goals and expected results by teachers and students of higher
education during the mastering of foreign language training disciplines. In the article, the author specified the target
elements of the diagnostic stage, namely: analysis of the requests of the participants of the educational process regarding
the creation of an environment of foreign language communication, involvement in research work in scientific schools,
creation of an environment of continuous personal and professional development. The author emphasized that within
the framework of the implementation of the personal approach, the results of the diagnostic stage provide rich material
for the empirical study of landmarks for the formation of the individual educational trajectory of those seeking higher
education. This significantly affects the quality of education and professional training. The article presents a proposal
regarding the use of pedagogical design elements for the formation of foreign language competence of students of higher
education: determining the style and format of interactions, educational and cognitive communications, developing
educational content according to the principles of rationality, efficiency, and emotional comfort. The author presented
the experience of using J. Keller's model in the educational process, the basic plan for conducting a diagnostic class in
the form of a biennale.

Inverted text introduces an additional layer of complexity,
demanding readers to decipher and decode the narrative in a manner that goes beyond the conventional left-to-right
reading approach. The deliberate inclusion and exclusion of punctuation become tools through which the author controls
the pacing and rhythm of the narrative, shaping the reader’s emotional and intellectual response.

Therelevance of this exploration lies in the insufficient attention given to the role of graphical stylistics in text perception.
In the contemporary literary landscape, where experimentation with form and presentation is increasingly valued,
understanding the impact of graphical means becomes crucial.

Information and computer technologies, which are rapidly developing, significantly and relentlessly transformed
the main processes of didactics of the higher military school — the processes of interaction "teacher — cadet", "cadet —
knowledge" and "teacher —teaching method of educational material". The rapid development of information and computer
technologies contributes to the formation of a variety of forms of organization of educational activities and methods
of teaching a foreign language for cadets of higher military educational institutions of non-linguistic specialties, what in its
turn, significantly affects the improvement of the effectiveness of such classes and the growth of cadets' motivation to learn
a foreign language. The article examines the peculiarities of the use of modern information and computer technologies
and specialized textbooks in teaching cadets of non-linguistic specialties of higher military educational institutions foreign
language. In particular, the author of the article describes examples and methods of her own application of information
and computer technologies (modern multimedia technologies, interactive educational multimedia environments, modern
software and Internet resources) in the foreign language training of cadets of non-language specialties of higher military
educational institutions and studies the effects of their application on each separate type of cadets’ activity (writing,
speaking, reading, listening). The author determined that the use of modern multimedia technologies in a complex
allows the teacher to create an interactive class (environment) for a more convenient, interesting and effective study
of a foreign language by cadets. Also, in the article, considerable attention is paid to the analysis of the main advantages
and disadvantages of specialized textbooks for learning a foreign military language (as the example the basic military
training textbook — Campaign — English for the military is used).

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THE INFLUENCE OF SPEECH REPRESENTATION

The article analyzes the problems of the influence of speech representation in the media on the formation of cognitive
stereotypes, in connection with the challenges that arise in media communications. The interaction of speech and media
factors in an interdisciplinary context was studied using discourse analysis. It is noted that the approach to the analysis
of media texts takes into account extra- and intralingual factors, revealing strategies of influence, in particular, such as
manipulation and influence on media literacy.

Globalization processes and language aestheticization determine new aspects of the functioning of media texts,
affecting language expression and interaction with mass consciousness. The methods of manipulative translation,
especially in the limited conditions of the recipients, contribute to creating the impression of the credibility and importance
of the information from the media.

The importance of preventing the negative effects of media on the moral and psychological state of Ukrainian
servicemen and the need to develop their ability to psychological self-defense is noted. The text, as a semiotic formation, has
universal typological features, influencing the consciousness of the receiver and controlling the processes of understanding
and perception.

The prospect of future research in a deeper analysis of the differences in speech strategies in different media contexts
and taking into account the influence of the geographical and cultural environment is followed. It is noted that the research
has the potential to study the effectiveness of pedagogical approaches to the development of media literacy and critical
thinking in the context of the speech influence of the media, which can lead to the development of methods and programs
for the formation of responsible consumers of information.

It is noted that an extended study of the influence of media on various social groups, in particular, youth, women,
and minorities, will reveal new aspects of cultural representation and social justice in the media space. This indicates
the need for additional research to identify new aspects of the representation of speech structures on media platforms in
the context of modern societal challenges.

Results and Discussion. As is known,
throughout the history of human civilization,
society has strived to improve the biological
nature of man, improving him spiritually and
physically, finding ways to regulate the relationship
between man and the artificially created cultural
environment.

Our modern reality is largely media-oriented,
therefore it is advisable to consider the develop-
ment of media culture as a phenomenon of the
information era of the 20th-21st centuries, and
the influence of new media on the development
of modern social sciences is difficult to assess.
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overestimate. The culture of the information soci-
ety and the problems of modern media technolo-
gies have not only changed the world around us,
but also actively influence public consciousness
and the process of socialization of the individual.
Media reality increasingly appears as a new socio-
cultural environment for humans; A relatively new
direction in cultural studies —medialogy — begins to
take root in the theoretical space.

The sphere of culture and education has also
acquired a media character: information and com-
puter technologies have firmly entered the edu-
cational process, a distance learning network has
been created, virtual museums, electronic archives
and books, and the preservation of cultural values
have become widespread. monuments are increas-
ingly taking place in digital format. The problems
of the relationship between man and the media are
largely debatable. Perhaps the most controversial
question is what kind of phenomenon this is —
Homo medium: “one-dimensional man” (this is
how Herbert Marcuse defined the essence of per-
sonality, shaped by the technical progress of West-
ern civilization).

Cyberspace defines the collective conscious-
ness, guiding such styles as cyberpunk in litera-
ture, high-tech in architecture and interior design,
techno in music, subcultures of optimistic ravers
and pessimistic cybergoths, forming a special cul-
ture of thinking: laconic and politically correct.
The phenomenon of speed indirectly influences
the emergence of a new type of consciousness,
formed by visual space — television, the Internet
and “new art” — advertising. And the phenomenon
of “smart technologies” and the multimedia revo-
lution mean the spread of electronic paper media
(for example, electronic paper), the spread of dig-
ital, interactive and 3D-10D cinema, the develop-
ment of mobile television and the triumph of the
blogosphere as an as an alternative to the media
in the 21st century.

Nowadays, a new mass religion of the media
space is being formed. Media can appear as some-
thing superhuman (from the point of view of tech-
nological gnosticism, both God and the Machine
are the embodiment of higher rationality, the
absence of lower emotions and human instincts:
the Machine is, in a way, God without the “Id” of
S. Freud), as a transcendental perspective and tech-
nical diakonia in the world, as a virtual world of
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artifacts and information space, an integral factor
shaping the identity of the 21st century.

Liberal and conservative problems of alien-
ation and stigmatization of technologies also make
themselves felt: thus, virtualization marks a new
perception of the world as such (“new heaven” and
“new earth” (Rev. 21:1)). In this case, God appears
as the author of technology, being on the Inter-
net more than anywhere else, and creating sacred
cyberspace, and the Global Network is perceived
as a missionary territory, a matrix of values and
meanings. In turn, the media — the prototype of the
Creator-Demiurge — create an invisible religious
organization with supernatural powers and gods,
creating reality and us. The machine appears as
the likeness of God, and in science fiction there are
discussions about the soul of the machine and the
technogenic intelligence of the Network.

The Catholic theologian P.T. de Chardin’s
book “The Divine Environment” describes the
“Omega” point, and the media can also be com-
pared to a certain divine environment in which
travelers to the WWW are trying to find this
“Omega” point. The Internet environment is the
embodiment of the theoretical principles of noo-
spherologists, the same P.T. de Chardin noted:
“The noosphere strives to become one closed
system, where each individual element sees,
feels, suffers in the same way as all the others,
and together with them.” This system is applica-
ble for synchronizing the processes of perceptual,
motivational, mental and emotional regulation of
activity among interacting subjects.

The reverent and at the same time critical atti-
tude towards information technology is quite clear:
on the last Sunday of January every year the Inter-
national Day without the Internet is celebrated;
January 28 — International Day for Personal Data
Protection; the first Tuesday in February is Inter-
national Safer Internet Day; March 12 is World
Day Against Cyber Censorship, Internet Freedom
of Speech Day and Computer Safety Day; on the
penultimate Saturday of March — Switch Off Day,
Earth Day or Energy Saving Day; April 4 — Inter-
net Day (on the day of the repose of St. Isidore
of Seville); May 3 — International Computer Free
Day; May 17 — World Telecommunication and
Information Society Day; November 26 — World
Information Day; November 30 is International
Data Protection Day.
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The essence of technology can appear as a
demonic, anti-natural and hostile force to man: tech-
nophobia as an idea actually originated with tech-
nology itself. People throughout the technological
age have either admired and worshiped it, or, on the
contrary, existentially feared it as something sinister
and demonic. Even in primitive myth, technology
appears as a displeasing enterprise (the legend of
the “Tower of Babel”, the ancient Greek myths of
Prometheus and Icarus). Even in the time of Tacitus,
mathematicians and mechanics were persecuted as
criminals, classed as “swindlers and schemers.”

In medieval Europe, technophobia received a
strong impetus for development in the form of the
idea, actually encouraged by the church, about the
satanic origin of technical innovations (“the story
of Doctor Faustus”). New times in Europe were
marked by “revolts” against machines, machine
tools and other mechanisms. The social condition-
ing of “technophobia” was expressed by J.-J. Rous-
seau, who called on humanity to return “back to
nature” and to the “Golden Age”. In the modern
era, “technophobia” is present, first of all, in the
so-called ‘“‘anti-scientist movements” of West-
ern philosophy, such as, for example, the philos-
ophy of life and existentialism and philosophical
anthropology that grow out of it. Some theorists
of “global environmental catastrophism” can also
be considered technophobes, including A. Peccei,
D. Meadows, J. Forrester, P. Ehrlich, A. J. Bahm,
G. Gardin and others.

Virtual reality is perceived by some as some-
thing subhuman and even infernal in line with
E. Fromm’s reasoning about necrophilia, as the
embodiment of “Thanatos” in S. Freud’s terminol-
ogy. Here, using the conceptual heritage of psy-
choanalysis, one can imagine how future high-tech
archetypes rise from the depths of the collective
unconscious. Liberal and conservative problems
of alibization and stigmatization of technology
also make themselves felt. In accordance with the
conservative position, the satanic origin and infer-
nal origins of high-tech are assumed. The Internet
appears as a monster and a Biblical Beast, a revived
Tower of Babel, the Kingdom of the Antichrist, a
phenomenon of an occult-pagan-magical nature.

In this context, it seems appropriate to consider
new information technologies both within the
framework and with the help of humanitarian and
technocratic approaches. According to
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According to the researchers’ opinion, the 21st
century is the century of information and psychol-
ogy, which means an even greater unification of
modern psycho-technologies with information
technologies — technologies of information and
psychological influence. Some of these changes
have a direct and indirect impact on people in the
system of social transformations. We would like to
highlight two aspects of the problem here.

First, from our point of view, social change is
as serious as the problems that people face, and
they are just as much ways to solve those prob-
lems. Change in the average economic situation
due to continuous acceleration (fears of change can
be caused by futuristic shock, according to Alvin
Toffler) and increased availability of information.
The phenomenon of self-development of technol-
ogies actualizes the place of man in the system of
social transformations, and here it is especially
important to emphasize their influence on man, as
well as their interconnection, which is manifested
in the historiosophy of philosophical technologies.

Secondly, here it is necessary to note psycho-
logical problems, a state of confusion, decline,
uncertainty in natural forces, guidelines, fear of
not achieving success and generally not having the
spirit of the times — a certain paranoid conscious-
ness. A person still has all the same problems as
before, and there are even more of them, and they
suffer from mental disorders and migration. Man
has been formed over the past ten thousand years
after the social revolutions of the Stone Age, and
here he is faced with both immediate problems,
psychological and mental, and indirect ones, when
he begins to understand the problems in modern
society, and this, in turn, becomes a problem of
bioethics.

If we turn to the theory of Hakob Nazaretyan,
we can recall that the social revolution of the
Stone Age (Neolithic), which continued in the
Neolithic revolution, gave way to the Bronze Age,
about a nonlinear future, about civilizational crises
(demographic, economic, military-political) in the
global era, history and about Homo prae-crisimos
(pre-crisis man syndrome). These facts mark the
development of average civilization as a whole.
Robert Bellah, in Religions in Light Civilization:
From the Paleolithic to the Axial Age, analyzed
and compared the concepts of religion, evolution
and the Axial Age and argued for the enormous
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importance of the universal ethi formed during the
Axial Age, which remains the global cooperation
of modern humanity.

This question was asked in encyclopedic works
describing pre-Axial times, then the problem of
modern man begins to be understood (Karl Jas-
pers), and now many authors believe that we are
witnesses and contemporaries of a new Axial Age.
Every time considers itself to be the last, and even
if our time becomes the last, we will definitely not
know about it.

All problems, including new ones, have a bio-
ethical aspect: the right to life and the right to
death, euthanasia and abortion, contraception and
sterilization; new reproductive technologies and
medical and biological experiments on humans;
modern technologies of genetic engineering and
organ and tissue transplantation; psychiatry and
human rights; moral problems of HIV-infected
people; interprofessional relations in medicine;
problems of social justice in medicine, as well
as problems of Al, robots, cyborgs, the future of
humanity, the Terminator, the Matrix, etc. are part
of the partners. Modern bioethical problems are
related to technology (euthanasia, stem cells, cell
cloning), the bioethical nature of distribution and
the modern problem of vaccination — this reflects
human problems in the modern world.

Scientific discourse is dominated by three
points of view regarding the fate of man in the sys-
tem of transformations: negative changes, the slow
emergence of changes and the idea of a new human
nature. It is advisable to note that human influence
on nature led to a revolution in the development
of society, including the scientific and technologi-
cal revolution, the scientific revolution in physics,
biology, medicine, philosophy and cosmology; in

We are talking about the nature of the language poly system and Natural Language Processing (hereinafter — NLP) as
tools for processing language data for further use in the process of Machine Learning (hereinafter — ML) and analysis using
an artificial neural network. These include vectorization, tokenization, lemmatization, speech interface (Google Assistant
and others), automatic translation (Google Translate, Reverso, DeepL, etc.), and other areas. Naturally, the aforementioned
study is of particular relevance in the context of the hybrid nature of the Russian-Ukrainian war, in which the media space

First
and foremost, we are talking about the nature and
dynamics of such processes within the designated
construct as the generation, transformation,
modification, etc. of the underlying meanings. The
latterisrelevant forhumanontology (existenceinthe
context of the noosphere), epistemology (processes
of actualization of background knowledge:
gaps, realities, etc.), axiology (value ranking of
certain life events), etc. In turn, the destruction,
substitution, distortion, misrepresentation, etc. of
the above elements causes a number of national
security problems for modern states, in light
of which fact-checking initiatives in Ukraine
(Ministry of Digital Transformation, Center for
Countering Disinformation, Ukraine Crisis Media
Center, etc.) and the world are gaining particular

importance.
An important feature of Russian disinformation
campaigns, compared to their counterparts

implemented by other states, is that they are not
limited to certain chronological limits. Thus,
in practice, this means that they are permanent,
functioning not sporadically (for example, the
election campaign of a candidate in the United
States, France, etc.), but purposefully and
without regard to specific socio-political changes.
Therefore, the study of the methodological features
of neural network modeling of the processes of
recognizing linguistic markers of the categories of
sense and absurdity in the context of working with
false data is particularly relevant.

It is about the nature of the language poly
system and Natural Language Processing
(hereinafter — NLP) as tools for processing language
data for further use in the process of Machine
Learning (hereinafter — ML) and analysis with the
help of an artificial neural network. These include
vectorization, tokenization, lemmatization, speech
interface (Google Assistant and others), automatic
translation (Google Translate, Reverso, DeepL,
etc.), and other areas [Fazil, M. et al., 2023].
Naturally, the above-mentioned study is of particular
relevance in the context of the hybrid nature of the
russian-Ukrainian war, within which whole clusters
of fake, distorted, actually false, and other data
function in the media space (online discourse).

That is why in our research we will analyze
the main issues related to the problem of
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methodological features of neural network
modeling of the processes of recognizing linguistic
markers of the categories of sense and absurdity,
paying attention to their nature, mutual influence,
and interdependence, priority and socio-cultural
significance for Ukrainian society. In addition,
we will consider the specifics of the above
process in the context of working with false data
(disinformation), as well as the impact of the latter
on its course.

The problem analyzed in the research is
integrated, interdisciplinary, etc., which produces
its actualization in a number of scientific researches.
For example, the research of NLP in the context
of continental philosophy and philosophy of
language (M. Heidegger, S. Freud, J. Lacan, and
others) is presented in the research of M. Heimann,
A. Hiibener (2023), which discusses the problem
of negation and negativity, which is central to
continental discourse but is absent in studies of the
Large Language Model (hereinafter — LLM). The
latter is mostly used for a number of text-processing
tasks (generation, translation, paraphrasing,
classification, etc.).

An analysis of the peculiarities of using NLP is
presented in the research by S. Chung et al. (2023),
in which the authors identified four main areas of
research on the above problem, as well as reviewed
representative areas of its application. The results
of the researchers' work showed a narrowing
of the gap between NLP and various areas of
its actualization while localizing a number of
gaps in certain areas of the above process and its
methodologies.

F. Guo (2023) continues to study the problem
of NLP, whose research emphasizes the pivotal
role of understanding the language poly system
for various psychological measurements, as well
as the place of semantic cues in this process. The
author notes that with the development of computer
science in general and Data Science (hereinafter —
DS) in particular, NLP has become an effective
method of analyzing textual data and representative
indicators of psychological measurements. The
scientist emphasizes that the work demonstrated
the effectiveness of finely tuned NLP models for
classifying pairwise relations into trivial/low
or moderate/high empirical relations, providing
preliminary validity evidence without manual data
collection.
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The problem of Natural language generation
(NLG) is addressed by O. Nikula (2023), which
analyzes the creation of neural fake news. The
author used the Grover neural network model
to generate a set of articles based on both real
and fake news written by humans. S. Rastogi,
D. Bansal (2023) continue to study the problem
of fake news, noting that a number of researches
offer a solution to the above problem of fake news
based on Machine Learning (hereinafter — ML).
In their research, the authors present a typology
of false data, the time of its detection, a taxonomy
for classifying researches of this issue, and the
prospect of studying the above issue.

The problems associated with updating neural
network models to create and detect false data are
also analyzed in the research by S. Repede (2023).
The analyzed research considers a range of issues
related to the above-mentioned issues: from the
complexities of the terminology system to the spec-
ification of databases in the context of fake news
research and the peculiarities of their labeling.

The features of online social networks (OSNs)
and the specifics of false data, hate speech, etc. in
their environment are presented in the research by
M. Fazil et al. (2023). In the analyzed research,
hate speech in the above networks is studied
using the Bidirectional long short-term mem-
ory networks layer (hereinafter — BILSTM) — a
layer of the Recurrent neural network (hereinaf-
ter — RNNs), which studies bidirectional long-term
dependencies between time steps of time series or
data sequences. The aforementioned neural net-
work model updates the existing methods of repre-
senting words in a multichannel environment with
multiple filters with different kernel sizes to cap-
ture semantic relations in different windows.

P. Kar, S. Debbarma (2023) continue to study
the peculiarities of hate speech in the online envi-
ronment and the specifics of its detection using
artificial neural networks. In the analyzed research,
the authors propose Optimal feature extraction
and Hybrid diagonal gated RNNs (FE-DGRNN),
which includes a three-stage methodology. Thus,
at the first stage, after preprocessing, they update
improved seagull optimization, which is used to
extract multiple features from a text data set mixed
with codes. At the second stage, the quantum
search optimization algorithm is used to optimize
the extracted features, which proactively solves the
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problem of data dimensionality at the stage of fur-
ther detection. At the third stage, Hybrid diagonal
gated RNNs (Hyb-DGRNNSs) are used to detect
hate speech and analyze sentiment based on it.

The research by E. Park, V. Storey (2023) organ-
ically continues the above work. In the analyzed
research, the authors analyze sentiment, which is
considered in the context of the Emotion Ontology
Framework (EOF). The latter can be updated to
develop an ontology of emotions in the context of
improving understanding of the role of affect, con-
text, and behavioral information in human moods,
and is also one of the representative features of
reliable information.

D. Arnfield (2023) analyzes the relative per-
formance of multilayer perceptron, random forest,
and multinomial naive Bayesian classifiers trained
on the basis of "bag of words" and frequency-in-
verse dense frequency transforms of documents
in Fake News Corpus and Fake and Real News
Dataset. The author emphasizes that the aforemen-
tioned training included updating contextually cat-
egorized fake news to improve the effectiveness of
the tools, with Fake News Corpus showing much
better results than Fake and Real News Dataset.

Thus, our bibliometric analysis has shown that
neural network modeling of the processes of recog-
nizing linguistic markers of the categories of sense
and absurdity in the context of working with false
data is based on NLP [V. Derbentsev et al., 2023].
An important task of the latter is sentiment analy-
sis, which is mostly studied using Deep learning
(hereinafter — DL) models. In particular, based on
Deep neural network (hereinafter — DNNs): Con-
volutional neural networks (hereinafter — CNNs),
RNNS, their varieties — Long short-term mem-
ory (hereinafter — LSTM) with layers (hereinaf-
ter — CNNs-LSTM) and BiLSTM with CNNs lay-
ers (BILSTM-CNN:S).

Aim and objectives. The purpose of the article
is to study the methodological features of neural
network modeling of speech marker recognition
processes. The subject is the specificity of the
aforementioned phenomenon in the context of
analyzing the categories of sense and absurdity
as an innovative tool of linguistic science. In turn,
the purpose and subject of the study allowed us to
formulate its objectives:

1. To systematize theoretical achievements in
the field of neural network modeling of language
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processes and apply them to the recognition of
linguistic markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity.

2. Analyze the existing algorithms and methods
of computer linguistics, ML, DS, etc., and develop
a methodological framework for neural network
modeling of the processes of recognizing language
markers of the categories of sense and absurdity.

3. To present the work with linguistic markers
of the categories of sense and absurdity of the
neural network as a means to detect and prevent
the spread of false data.

Methods. The research design has a clear
structure, which is related to the stages of its
implementation:

1. Preprocessing (collection and preparation)
of textual data (2022). This stage includes updating
the following ML methods and algorithms, in
particular:

a) vectorization (“Bag of words”, its use is
related to the fact that the data is represented by the
occurrence of words, but does not take into account
their position in the above data, in turn, this allows
you to record the number of occurrences of each
word in the analyzed array), i.e. transformation
of text data (text input) into vectors (vector
representation), which can be potentially processed
by an artificial neural network;

b) tokenization (instance of a sequence of
characters in the part of the analyzed data set that
is accumulated for use in semantic processing);

¢) normalization (processing of text data to
match keywords by fields labeled as “filtered”,
“aspectualized” or “sorted”);

d) cleaning the language data from non-
alphabetic characters (replacing all non-lexical
characters with spaces, etc.);

e) lemmatization (the process of converting
word forms into lemmas — their primary dictionary
form, similar to the selection of the base of each
lexical unit in a sentence: for example, for nouns
and adjectives — nominative case, and for verbs,
participles, adverbs — verbs in the infinitive);

e) removal of stop words (removal of articles,
interjections, conjunctions, etc. that are not
representative of the meaning), etc.

1.1. Formal verification of URLs with a neural
network model (2023). Updating the fact-checker
toolkit (data from Hostmaster (https://goo.su/
NomD) and Who.Is (https://goo.su/SrJZRFM),
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which contains registration data of websites
registered in Ukraine (Hostmaster) and the world
(Who.Is)), which is a reliable basis for the proper
operation of the artificial neural network.

1.2. Workon theprinciple of plagiarism detection
programs (2023). Updating the descriptive and
receptive methods (content definition), as well as the
entire methodological potential of DS: clustering
(allocation of homogeneous segments), use of
neural networks (the process of using software
to solve applied problems), boosting (a means of
enhancing the detection of certain features), trees
(an algorithmic way of representing data in the
form of hierarchical relationships — branching),
NLP (classification, content representation and
sentiment analysis), scraping (conversion of non-
relational data into relational data), frameworks
(software tools to simplify and accelerate the
achievement of the necessary planned program
goals).

1.3. Checking the analyzed data for the
presence of certain language phrases and
constructions (2023). The method of analyzing
scientific research was updated, which led to the
search and analysis of scientific publications
related to neural network modeling (in particular,
language units).

1.4. Determination of the percentage of
expression (partially using the data from 1.3.,
2023). Methods of computer, mathematical,
and corpus linguistics, combinatorial methods,
structural methods, and the above ML and DS
methods are updated.

1.5. Analysis of the authenticity of available
multimedia objects (2023). Fact-checking methods
for checking images (Google Images (https://goo.
su/X3xmFA), TinEye (https://goo.su/oCk8) — tools
for checking images; Image Edited? (https://goo.su/
QsjMFO) — a tool for checking images for possible
editing; ImgOps (https://goo. su/9toqLU) — a
tool for comprehensive verification of images
and other operations with them, etc.) and videos
(YouTube DataViewer (https://goo.su/xrFbRVg) —
a tool for verifying videos from YouTube; InVID
(https://goo.su/07uY7FE) — a browser extension
that allows you to frame an existing video and
search for its original sources or the date of first
publication using screenshots, etc.) were updated.

1.6. Study of the specifics of factuality in the
analyzed textual data (2023). The descriptive and
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receptive methods (content definition), as well as
all the above-mentioned methodological potential
of DS, have been updated.

1.7. Checking the time of publication of a
text (2023). The above-mentioned ML potential
has been updated.

2. Process of preparation (presentation) of
language data (2023). The ML potential has been
updated, in particular, the feature description of an
object (the features that are fed as input should be
relevant to the label we get as output — the result of
a neural network or a complex of neural networks:
for example, morphological features will not be or
are not sufficiently representative for lexicographic
research, while they are relevant for semantics
research) and the selection of key features (the
decision of relevant features about the research
goal is individualized since tracking correlations
between certain features is an assumption of the
developer's linguistic research, within which some
features are suitable for prediction and others are
not).

3. Choosing the architecture (type) of a neural
network (2023). The methodological potential
of ML is updated, in particular, artificial neural
networks are used (for context research, it is
advisable to use RNNs, for text understanding —
CNN s or Transformer with attenuation, and to study
the methodological features of neural network
modeling of the processes of recognizing
language markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity in the context of working with false
data, a combination of RNNs and CNNs will be
productive).

4. Algorithm design process (2023). In this
case, a productive type of ML is learning with the
teacher, when an artificial neural network model
receives a set of examples, each of which has the
correct answer specified by the developer. Thus, the
artificial neural network will be trained based on a
data set with true and false information sources. It
is noteworthy that ML is based on training data,
which must also be updated using methods such
as backpropagation and optimization algorithms
(e.g., gradient descent, etc.) to improve the results.

5. The process of training the algorithm on
available (prepared) data with its subsequent
validation on them (2023). After the artificial
neural network has been built, it needs to be
trained on two samples: training (designed to
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calibrate the system's weights, when the required
value is reached, it is advisable to determine the
loss function (representing the difference between
the expected and correct results of the neural
network model), as it is representative of the error
in the classification of markers) and testing (during
which we validate the results of the neural network
model, which can be determined using special
metrics: accuracy, F1-mean, and confusion matrix,
which represent the system's performance).

6. Interpretation of results (2023). The
descriptive and receptive methods (content
definition), as well as the entire methodological
potential of DS, are updated: the identification of
patterns, narratives, factors, etc. that represent the
unreliability of textual data analyzed by an artificial
neural network.

Results. The above makes it possible to
position neural network modeling as a relevant
tool for processing linguistic data, carried out
to further update the latter in several areas of
linguistic  research  (analysis, classification,
structuring, and detection of hidden patterns
in large volumes of heterogeneous complexly
structured data) [M. Heimann, A. Hiibener, 2023].
At the same time, the realization of any complex
task, including the construction of methodological
features of neural network modeling of linguistic
markers of the categories of sense and absurdity,
involves the construction of a pipeline (conveyor),
which is shown in Scheme 1:

Thus, the pivotal stages of methodological
approaches to neural network modeling of the
processes of recognizing linguistic markers of the
categories of sense and absurdity in the context of
working with false data are as follows:

1. Preprocessing (collection and preparation)
of text data (2022). During this stage, the
linguist-developer processes the data set in a
certain way, highlighting the aspects relevant to
his/her research. This stage precedes the direct
classification of speech data, consisting of the
above-mentioned processes of vectorization,
tokenization, normalization, cleaning of non-
alphabetic characters, lemmatization, removal of
stop words, etc. (see METHODS and Scheme 1).

In addition, at this stage, it is advisable to
accumulate carefully filtered data, according to the
researcher's algorithm. This stage is perhaps the most
important since the ability to distinguish reliable
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information from manipulated and false information
correlates with the accuracy of the neural network
model's results. Thus, we propose to implement in
such a model the ability to search for data on the
Internet, based on the principle of operation of
most plagiarism-checking programs. The latter is
based on analyzing a large amount of textual data
and finding similarities with the text under analysis,
while in our case, the neural network model will rely
on the data we have prepared, comparing texts from
the Web with them, forming a conclusion about their
veracity based on the degree of coincidence with
them, among other things:

1.1. Formal verification of URLs with a neural
network model (2023). This means analyzing a
particular source based on the peculiarities of its
email address. Thus, we check the website address
and the degree of coincidence with the list prepared
by us (for example, in our opinion, relevant
information for comparison is data from official
sources: websites of ministries, departments, etc.)

1.2. Work on the principle of plagiarism
detection programs (2023) will allow an artificial
neural network fto compare the text under analysis
with a similar text available on an official
source. Thus, the degree of similarity, which is a
disadvantage in the case of analyzing a scientific
text, will allow such data to be formally classified
as true at this particular stage.

1.3. Checking the analyzed data for the
presence of certain language phrases and
constructions (2023). This means that a linguist
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developer prepares a list of linguistic phrases and
constructions that, taken together, will allow the
analyzed text to be positioned as false. First of all,
we are talking about the degree of emotionality
of the text (a number of emotional digressions,
comments, the presence of interjections,
exclamatory forms, etc.); the presence of
interrogative structures that are not typical of the
official style; the discursiveness of certain data in
relation to the general interpretation; melodrama
and artistry of the analyzed texts, etc. We also
consider the language of the analyzed document to
be the pivotal one (especially in the context of the
hybrid Russian-Ukrainian war): it is said that the
occupiers' manipulative practices are commonly
based on the actualization of the russian language
as a form for presenting transformed narratives by
default, etc.

1.4. Determination of the percentage of
expression (partially using the data from 1.3,
2023). Formal grounds for positioning the analyzed
data as expressive are the presence of emotionally
marked vocabulary, exclamatory and interrogative
sentences, etc.

1.5. Analysis of the authenticity of available
multimedia objects (2023). It is not exactly
a linguistic component of verification, but it
is effective in combination with textual data
verification, as it allows you to position certain
data as true/false with greater certainty.

1.6. Study of the specifics of factuality in the
analyzed textual data (2023). This refers to the
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absence of specifics (names, places, dates, and
other information) as a pivotal milestone of false
information. In this case, it is advisable to include
the search for such data in the algorithm of the
neural network model.

1.7. Checking the time of publication of a
text (2023). A common manipulative practice is
when official sources donot comment onanighttime
attack on Ukrainian cities, but certain sources
(on the same night) publish information about it.
That is why the time of publication in relation to
the data provided for training the neural network
model and the verified sources is a relevant feature,
since usually data published from official (truthful)
sources have approximately the same time of
publication (for example, the next morning), while
false data will be more differentiated in time.

2. Process of preparation (presentation) of
language data (2023). It is a key stage of the
neural network modeling process because the
correctness of the algorithm and the ranking of
text data on the truth/falsity scale depends on
the representativeness of the data set containing
sense and absurd language markers. Naturally,
an artificial neural network needs to be trained on
representative data that is fundamental in terms of
covering the problem under study. It is noteworthy
that the data representation correlates with a
specific application task because for each of them,
it is necessary to choose specialized methods that
are productive for its solution. The most common
methods of data representation in the process of
training a neural network or ML (see Scheme 2)
are feature description of an object and selection
of key features.

3. Choosing the architecture (type) of a neural
network (2023). This is the second most important
stage after the data preparation (presentation) pro-
cess because the success of neural network model-
ing depends on the choice of the tool for analysis,
as well as its feasibility, functional characteristics,
etc. That is why it is necessary to initially consider
the type of artificial neural network, which is deter-
mined based on the typological and functional spe-
cifics. In particular, it is advisable to use RNNs for
contextual research, CNNs or Transformer with
attentional processing for text understanding, and a
combination of RNNs and CNNs will be productive
for studying the methodological features of neural
network modeling of the processes of recognizing
language markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity in the context of working with false data.

The aforementioned artificial neural network
models are productive for working with textual
data, as they are able to track certain patterns, nar-
ratives, etc., and analyze sequences and correla-
tions in the analyzed data. In addition, in the above
modeling, lexical items are represented as points
in hyperspace that correspond to certain senses,
and sentence construction is positioned by mov-
ing along the above points in a multidimensional
space. This is the aforementioned vectorization of
language data, i.e. transformation of textual data
(textual input) into vectors (vector representation)
that can be potentially processed by a neural net-
work.

4. Algorithm design process (2023). The choice
of actualized methods correlates with the specific
task of the research carried out by the develop-
er-linguist: for example, to study the recognition

of linguistic markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity, classification, clustering, regression,
ranking, and genetic algorithms will be productive
(despite the significant drawback of the latter in
the form of the lack of induction (data analysis and
model building on their basis) learning) [P. Kar,
S. Debbarma, 2023] (see Diagram 1).

5. The process of training the algorithm on
available (prepared) data with its subsequent
validation on them (2023). After the artificial
neural network has been built, it needs to be trained
on two samples: training and testing. The above
is intended to assess whether this neural network
model is able to distinguish true from false data
during text analysis.

6. Interpretation of results (2023). This stage
is productive in identifying patterns, narratives,
factors, etc. that represent the unreliability of
the textual data analyzed by the artificial neural
network. In turn, such information is useful for
raising public awareness (in particular, in Ukraine
and Europe) of potential russian manipulative
practices, identifying false or distorted information,
and assisting the above-mentioned communities
with an automated tool for detecting them — a
neural network.

Discussion. The problem of methodological
features of neural network modeling of the
processes of recognizing linguistic markers of the
categories of sense and absurdity in the context
of working with false data analyzed in this study
is an integrated one. In turn, this leads to the
controversial nature of its theoretical interpretation
and practical implementation: undoubtedly, one
of the main tasks of NLP is the recognition and

classification of language categories (classification,
content representation, and sentiment analysis)
E. Park, V. Storey (2023), and the ML and DS
tools — artificial neural network models — are best
suited for the above task in general and for working
with false data in particular.

Thus, in the study by S. Chung et al. (2023)
revealedtheexistenceofagapbetweenNLPitselfand
the practical implementation of its implementation,
while M. Heimann, A. Hiibener (2023) highlighted
a number of problems with LLM, which is a core
component of ML on large corpora of texts and
is relevant to a number of text data processing
tasks (generation, translation, paraphrasing,
classification, etc.). The thesis is that, according
to O. Nikula (2023), the most productive method
for studying news is the use of NLG. At the same
time, F. Guo (2023) considers fine-tuned models
for classifying pairwise connections into trivial/
low or moderate/high empirical connections to be
a universal NLP tool.

M. Fazil et al. (2023) position BILSTM-RNNs
as such a tool, which updates existing methods of
representing words in a multichannel environment
with multiple filters with different kernel sizes to
capture semantic relations in different windows. It
is noteworthy that D. Arnfield (2023) proves in this
case the effectiveness of multilayer perceptron,
random forest, and multinomial naive Bayesian
classifiers trained on a bag of words and frequency-
inversion dense frequency transform terms of
documents in Fake News Corpus and Fake and
Real News Dataset.

At the same time, P. Kar, S. Debbarma (2023)
argue for the relevance of a three-stage methodology

In
addition, the typology of false data by S. Rastogi,
D. Bansal (2023) is also quite controversial, as it
seems incomplete (the latter can be explained by the
rapid development of such data), and the study by
S. Repede (2023) is too generalized due to certain
methodological gaps.

Thus, neural network modeling of the processes
of recognizing linguistic markers of the categories
of sense and absurdity in the context of working
with false data is based on NLP [V. Derbent-
sev et al., 2023]. An important task of the latter
is sentiment analysis, which is mostly studied
using Deep Learning (hereinafter — DL) models.
In particular, on the basis of Deep neural network
(hereinafter — DNN): CNNs, RNNs, and their
variants — Long short-term memory (hereinafter —
LSTM) with layers (hereinafter — CNN-LSTM)
and BiLSTM with CNN layers (BiLSTM-CNN).

From the perspective of linguistic pragmatics,
neural network models are able to recognize,
analyze and process streaming speech, literary
studies — to study the degree of expression and
features of semantic representation (morphological,
lexical, syntactic design of semantic cells),
science — to determine the primary source (author)
of text data, preventing academic dishonesty, etc.
In addition, the above-mentioned artificial neural
networks will significantly speed up scientific
linguistic research (in particular, work on research
topics of departments, divisions, etc.). This is
especially true in the context of rapid technological
development and the growth of research materials
and the specifics of their processing.

That is why the actualization of artificial neural
network models in text data mining is a modern and
promising area of linguistic (and other) research.
For instance, a thorough and comprehensive
analysis of large corpora of texts has an impact on
social, economic, educational, and other spheres.
In addition, the use of neural network models in
the process of processing data of various types
and kinds (including text) will help improve the
quality and accuracy of automatic translation and
verification of the accuracy of the information
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presented. It is also about taking into account the
peculiarities of recognizing language categories
and the specifics of the process of distinguishing
lexical items, semantics, etc. (in particular, in the
case of large amounts of analyzed data).

The theoretical significance of this research
will be a comprehensive study of the processes of
recognizing linguistic markers of the categories
of sense and absurdity in the context of working
with false data using neural network modeling
(in particular, the linguistic stylistic and lexical-
semantic features of the construction of linguistic
markers of the categories of sense and absurdity).
A systematic approach to this problem makes it
possible to generalize the practical principles of
linguistic pragmatics and outline the prospects
for studying the lexical and phraseological level
and style of such texts. The results of the study
are a contribution to computer and mathematical
linguistics, data science. At the same time, they
can serve as a basis for further development of the
methodology of linguistic and contrastive studies,
as well as the development of interdisciplinary
projects that will allow for more frequent use of
tools, methods, and theories of related subjects,
deepening their effectiveness.

Practical value. The observations and results of
the research can be used to study the methodology
for recognizing linguistic markers of sense and
absurdity in the context of working with false data;
in comparative studies of European and Ukrainian
strategies for countering disinformation; to analyze
the effectiveness of ML in analyzing, identifying,
and countering russian narratives; in studying
the use of various strategies for countering
disinformation in the context of ML and DS tools.

The main limitations of the research. Artificial
neural network models can make mistakes, giving
inaccurate results for certain tasks, since in order
to work properly with such models, it is necessary
to train them on a number of typical examples.
This is despite the fact that the same artificial
neural network models are also used to generate
the aforementioned data, which leads to the latter's
adaptability, accumulation speed, etc. Thus, the
process of training an artificial neural network is
quite lengthy and complex in preparing datasets (it
is important to understand the variety of false data
generated by the russian federation, which is also
constantly changing).
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Asfortheabove-mentioned linguistic categories,
in particular, the methodological features of neural
network modeling of the processes of recognizing
linguistic markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity in the context of working with false data,
artificial neural network models achieve greater
accuracy. However, we are only talking about
effective recognition and analysis of language
categories, sentiment analysis, hate speech
extraction, etc., but the truthfulness/falsity of data
is more difficult to implement. For example, RNNs
and a number of their modifications (LSTMs) and
networks with reproducible attention (Attention)
should be used for recognizing and classifying
lexical items, syntactic units, and parts of speech.

Instead, neural network algorithms (e.g.,
Word2Vec, GloVe) and transformer models (e.g.,
BERT) should be used to work with semantics
(in particular, sense). The former is capable of
performing the aforementioned vectorization
of textual data (transforming lexical units into
vectors representing the input information). In
turn, this allows us to study the peculiarities of
semantic representation and relationships between
lexical items, which is important in the context of
studying the coherence and factuality of textual
data. In addition, updating the above algorithms
is productive for contextual processing of such
data, which allows the researcher to visualize the
network of correlations between lexical items,
phrases, phrases, etc. Thus, this will allow us to
implement most of the above steps directly and,
indirectly, as one of the remaining ones.

Conclusions

Relevance. The full-scale invasion of Ukraine
by the russian federation has led to a change in the
political context in general and the information field
in particular. First and foremost, this concerns the
circulation of a large amount of false information
(disinformation, misinformation, propaganda,
fakes, and, in the future, deepfakes).

Narratives that do not contain facts, evidence,
etc. have become a productive tool for actualizing
the above-mentioned type of data in the information
field. In turn, this makes them an important
component of the hybrid war against Ukraine and
an element of reflexive governance (influence on
decision-making through the above manipulations).
The above demonstrates the relevance of the study,
namely, the need for modern tools for analyzing,
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tracking, counteracting, etc. false data in the form
of neural network modeling of language marker
recognition processes.

The obtained results demonstrate the potential
of neural network modeling in recognizing
linguistic markers of the categories of sense and
absurdity in the process of working with false
data in the context of NLP. This is because the
above-mentioned artificial neural network models
allow us to more thoroughly track the specifics of
fluctuating changes in the intended sense: we are
talking about a system of correlations between
words, phrases, sentences, etc. In turn, the latter will
facilitate the identification and study of linguistic
categories in the context of linguistic pragmatics,
in particular, the peculiarities of their existence in
the environment of true/false data.

Main conclusions. The methodology of neural
network modeling of the processes of recognizing
the linguistic categories of sense and absurdity in
the process of working with false data is a complex
problem that has no clear solution. This is due to the
existing poly-instrumentalism when the solution of a
particular problem can be achieved in different ways
(types of artificial neural networks, types of actualized
layers, originality of the combination, specifics of the
learning process, etc.) The presented study represents
one of the ways to build this process, which the author
considers promising for further work in the context of
combating data manipulation and falsification.

The research is useful for use in the educational
process: theoretical and special courses on ML,
DS, NLP, text linguistics, lexicology, lexicography,
comparative stylistics, language culture, and
philosophy of language.

Prospects for further research lie in the
fundamental analysis of the possibilities of
using neural network modeling of the linguistic
categories of sense and absurdity in the process of
working with false data, in particular: a) to identify
artifacts (anomalies) in text and multimedia data:
thus, artificial neural networks can be trained to
track such artifacts and correlations in data, with
subsequent detection of deviations from the built
templates of certain data, which is essential for
this process; b) to generate the above artifacts
(anomalies) in text and multimedia data: the process
is the opposite of the first point, but productive for
it, since the ability to produce artifacts produces
the possibility of their more accurate localization.

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EXPLORING LINGUISTIC CONSTRUCTS OF RESILIENCE:
A MOTIVATIONAL LANGUAGE ANALYSIS IN EDUCATIONAL CONTEXTS

This paper examines the relationship between language, motivation, and resilience, with a specific focus on
the linguistic expressions related to the concept of resilience in the educational context. Recognising motivation-related
language as a potent instrument shaping students' motivations and outcomes, the study employs a survey-based approach
to deduce the linguistic constructs that define resilience. Through the statistical and content analysis of survey responses
from diverse academic subgroups, the research identifies key motivation-related language patterns and explores variations
in linguistic cues. The objective is to enhance our comprehension of how language contributes to the conceptualisation
of resilience, thereby providing practical insights for both linguistic research and pedagogical interventions.

The groundwork is laid by exploring literature focused on the connection between language and motivation, the impact
of motivational language on learning outcomes, the role of language in developing resilience, defining resilience in
personal development and learning contexts, and examining its significance in academic settings. The case study, centred
on a survey focused on defining the concept of resilience, serves as a tool for the linguistic interpretation of survey results.
The study identifies language units related to factors influencing resilience, both internal (such as mindset and self-talk)
and external (including community support systems and the environment).

The paper synthesises key linguistic findings derived from motivation-related language to enhance teaching practices,
emphasising the practical implications for educators and learners. This exploration contributes to the evolving landscape
of psycholinguistic research, enriching our understanding of the concept of resilience and its implications.

The Contributions from recent scholarly works
attention directed towards the relationship between  [Soenke et al.; Wang & Liu; Gonzalez-Mendez
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et al.; Rocha et al.; and others] collectively
enhance our understanding of the concept of
resilience, encompassing linguistic, psychological,
environmental, and social dimensions. These
studies emphasise the crucial role of motivation-
related language in both understanding and
developing resilience, offering insights into the
complex nature of this phenomenon.

Our study attempts to indicate the ways in
which linguistic features embedded in survey
responses contribute to the conceptualisation of
resilience. It aims to identify common patterns
in motivation-related language and scrutinise
potential differences in language expression
across academic subgroups to advance our
comprehension of the role that language plays
in defining resilience, thereby offering pragmatic
insights for both research endeavours and
pedagogical interventions.

The research question is how language,
specifically motivation-related language,
contributes to the conceptualisation of resilience
in an educational context, and what linguistic
constructs define resilience among diverse
academic subgroups.

The research goal is to investigate the
relationship between language, motivation, and
resilience in an educational context, identifying
key motivation-related language patterns and
exploring variations in linguistic cues across
different academic subgroups.

Research tasks involve exploring motivating
language and its impact on various aspects,
including the steps listed below:

1. Conduct a comprehensive literature review
to establish the connection between language and
motivation, exploring the role of motivational
language in developing resilience.

2. Design and administer a survey focused on
defining resilience, targeting diverse academic
subgroups.

3. Analyse survey responses to identify key
motivation-related language patterns, considering
both internal (mindset, self-talk) and external
(support systems, environment) factors influencing
resilience.

4. Synthesise and interpret key findings to
enhance the understanding of the concept of
resilience and offer practical insights into its
implications within the educational context.
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These tasks aim to provide a comprehensive
understanding of the influence of motivating
language across different dimensions.

The case study presented in the paper explores
students' perceptions of the notion of resilience and
their ability to overcome challenges in personal and
professional domains, based on a survey conducted
at the National University of Kyiv-Mohyla
Academy among participants of diverse academic
backgrounds and designed so as to understand
how motivational situations influence resilience
perceptions. Specifically, the survey examines
participants' confidence in overcoming challenges,
factors they consider vital for building resilience,
past demonstrations of resilience, and motivations
for resilience. Linguistic cues of resilience are
analysed through participants' responses to the
open question.

II. Literature Review. The exploration of
resilience, particularly in linguistic contexts, has
garnered significant attention, especially within the
framework of crisis situations. As scholars study
the interplay between language and resilience, a
growing body of literature has emerged to unravel
the dynamics of how linguistic expressions
contribute to individuals' capacity to overcome
adversity. The following literature review offers
an analysis of available research, disclosing
connections between language use and the
conceptualisation of resilience in contexts affected
by crises.

Synthesising current knowledge, Soenke and
collaborators expand the definition of resilience
to encompass positive indicators of recovery,
incorporating positive affect as a mechanism
and distinguishing approach motivation from
overcoming aversive motivation [Soenke et al.].

Exploring the connection between motivation and
language learning proficiency, Ushioda underscores
motivation as an important force shaping choices
and perseverance [Ushioda : 19-34]. The author
recognises the intuitively grounded premise,
supported by extensive research and empirical
verification by language acquisition scholars over
decades. By citing examples from diverse fields, the
author argues that achieving proficiency in a second
or foreign language is tied to motivation.

In "Motivating Language: A Guide for Leader
Communications", Mayfield emphasises the
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link between motivating language and improved
performance, retention, attendance, innovation,
and satisfaction [Mayfield : 9—11].

In “Resilience: talking, resisting, and
imagining new normalities into being,” Buzzanell
underscores resilience as a dynamic process
moulded by discourse, interaction, and material
factors [Buzzanell : 1-14]. The author underscores
resilience as a dynamic phenomenon influenced
by discourse, interaction, and material factors. The
author emphasises communicative processes like
establishing normalcy, affirming identity anchors,
and establishing communication networks,
highlighting the communal and discursive aspects
of resilience. The author states that resilience is not
an unchanging characteristic but a phenomenon
cultivated through ongoing communication.

Exploring the interplay of motivation-related
language and resilience is crucial in framing the
concept of resilience, especially within the realms
of language learning and well-being. Fei Wang &
Yanghong Liu study the connection between well-
being and motivation, with a specific focus on
investigating the mediating influence of resilience
Through a comprehensive literature review, the
authors provide insights and recommendations for
researchers, philosophers, and experts, suggesting
that motivation-related language can enhance
resilience [Wang & Liu].

Cameron and associates study attachment and
its positive implications for children experiencing
stress, emphasising the positive developmental
outcomes now recognised as resilience [Cameron
etal.].

In their work “Resilience, “Leipold and
Greve underscore the significance of personal
characteristics and coping processes in nurturing
resilience, suggesting that motivation-related
language has the potential to impact these elements,
playing a role in the cultivation and sustenance of
resilience [Leipold & Greve].

Almendom and others suggest fundamental
principles to improve the methodology of research
on human psychosocial resilience, aiming to build
a trustworthy relationship with individuals and
communities [Almendom et al.].

Gonzalez-Mendez and the team research an
attentional bias towards words associated with
resilience and suggest that it is associated with
personality traits and post-traumatic experiences
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[Gonzalez-Mendez et al.]. The authors conclude
attentional bias, identified as potentially adaptive
for resilient individuals, aids in the mental
activation of related concepts and behaviours.

Skinner and colleagues enhance educational
practice and the exploration of motivational
resilience [Skinner et al.]. The authors integrate
social-contextual factors into a comprehensive
framework for examining the development
of motivational resilience in the educational
context.

In their exploration of challenges in assessing
resilience from a comparative perspective, Rocha
and coauthors employ a comparative analysis
to offer insights into self-organisation and the
cultivation of diversity as elements influencing
resilience in specific contexts [Rocha et al.]. The
study underscores the adaptation to social and
environmental changes.

In our preceding research, we discuss the
efficacy of employing the language of resilience in
education to enhance learner motivation, fostering
perseverance, cultivating a growth mindset,
celebrating small accomplishments, and providing
support, along with the use of linguistic devices
to craft persuasive messages and inspire learners
to overcome adversity and develop resilience
[Fedoriv et al. 2023a : 272-281].

Another  paper  explores  incorporating
interactive techniques like online discussions,
group projects, and gamification in online learning
environments as crucial factors for fostering
learners' intrinsic motivation and engagement,
and ultimately ensuring academic success while
reducing the likelihood of dropout [Fedoriv et al.
2023b : 207-216].

The research explores the intricate relationship
between  motivation-related  language and
resilience, offering practical insights for teaching
and strategies to cultivate resilience in students
amid crisis contexts [Fedoriv et al. 2023c¢].

A substantiation of a survey-based methodology
provides empirical foundations for defining notions
[Fedoriv & Zhukorska].

In general, recently released publications
collaboratively contribute to a comprehension of
resilience, considering linguistic, psychological,
environmental, social, and other dimensions. These
studies emphasise the significance of motivation-
related language in comprehending and fostering
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resilience. Through investigating the interplay
of factors influencing resilience, researchers
offer insights into the multifaceted nature of this
complex phenomenon.

ITI. Case Study of Resilience Perception

Survey Description. This survey aims to
explore students’ perceptions of resilience and their
ability to overcome challenges in both personal and
professional spheres. Their responses contribute to
our understanding of resilience.

The case study analyses resilience perceptions
among students at the National University of
Kyiv-Mohyla Academy, involving a total of
168 participants. Specifically, the academic
background of the surveyed participants includes
40 respondents (24%) enrolled in master's programs
and 128 respondents (76%) pursuing baccalaureate
degrees. The distribution across academic
disciplines is as follows: 25% in Humanities, 19%
in Social Studies, 8% in Information Technologies,
13% in Economics, and 4% in Healthcare.

It should be noted that master's program students
were offered a motivational video [McGonigal] on
stress and resilience. Particularly, psychologist
Kelly McGonigal, featured in the video, advocates
for perceiving stress as a positive factor and
introduces mechanisms for stress reduction, such
as seeking support from others and developing
resilience. In contrast, bachelor's program students
responded to the survey questions relying solely on
their intuition and personal experiences, without
exposure to the aforementioned video.

In addition, master's program students gave short
answers to the open question, while baccalaureate
students were instructed to provide their responses
in paragraphs.

These differences in study methods stipulated
our understanding of how motivational situations
influence students’ perception of stress and
resilience at different academic levels.

ETHICS STATEMENT

The studies involving student participants
were conducted with regard to academic ethics.
The participants provided their informed consent
to participate in the survey. The research secured
informed consent from participants, which
highlighted the importance of their feedback to
improve understanding of individual experiences
and attitudes towards the interpretation of
resilience.
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Survey Questions

1. Confidence in Overcoming Challenges:
Participants are asked to rate their confidence
in overcoming challenges in both personal and
professional life using a scale from 1 "Not confident
at all" to 5 "Very confident."

2. Factors in Building Resilience: Participants
identify what they believe is the most important
factor in building resilience, choosing from options
that include a positive attitude, a support system, a
sense of purpose, and the ability to adapt to change.

3. Past Demonstrations of Resilience:
Participants indicate the ways in which they have
demonstrated resilience in the past. Options include
overcoming personal challenges, professional
challenges, physical challenges, or an opportunity
to provide other examples.

4. Motivations for Resilience (open question):
Students are invited to share the factors motivating
them to become more resilient and overcome
challenges in their lives.

Survey Response Analysis: Linguistic Cues
of Resilience. The analysis includes responses
from a diverse group of 168 students, consisting
of master's program and baccalaureate students
across various academic fields described above.
Below are the question categories along with the
corresponding statistical breakdowns and content
analysis.

Confidence in Overcoming Challenges: The
majority of students (89.2%) express varying
degrees of confidence in their ability to overcome
challenges in both personal and professional aspects
of their lives. The most prevalent sentiment is
"somewhat confident" (69%), indicating a generally
positive outlook among the participants. A total of
8.9% of students expressed low confidence, with
1.8% indicating that they were not confident at all.

Factors in Building Resilience: The survey
responses suggest that a substantial number of
students recognise adaptability (37.5%) as the
most critical factor in building resilience, closely
followed by having a sense of purpose (31.5%).
This indicates a nuanced understanding of the
multifaceted nature of resilience among the
participants. A total of 10.7% of students reported
having a positive attitude, while 20.2% indicated
the presence of a support system in their responses.

Ways of Demonstrating Resilience: A
significant number of students (69%) report
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overcoming personal challenges as their primary
demonstration of resilience. A smaller percentage
highlights professional (20.2%) or physical
challenges (4.2%), showcasing a predominant
focus on personal growth and development. The
remaining students, selecting the "Other"” category,
specified statistically insignificant responses.

Content analysis of responses to the open
question "What motivates you to become more
resilient and overcome challenges in your life?"
mainly preserves the respondents’ own spelling and
grammar and showcases the following perceptions
of the respondents.

A. General Factors of Motivation Shared by
Master Programme Students

Personal Goals: Many respondents mentioned
that their individual goals motivate them to be
resilient: "My goals and supportive atmosphere
thanks to my environment",; "My goals motivate
me to become more resilient and overcome
challenges in my life"; "I find it most motivating to
have the support of family and friends, as well as
understanding my long-term goal."

Supportive Environment: The support of
family and friends, as well as a positive atmosphere,
was a recurring theme: "The support of my family
and friends motivates me the most to overcome
challenges"”; "I'm motivated by the support of my
family, and boyfriend"; "My family supporting and
my own success motivates me to be more resilient";
"I find it most motivating to have the support of
family and friends, as well as understanding my
long-term goal"; "Also supporting of my family
and friends helps me overcome challenges in my
life"; "Also my family and friends support me all
the time and it also plays an important role"; "My
goals and supportive atmosphere thanks to my
environment."

Positive Vision of the Future: The belief in a
positive future, often tied to family and personal
growth, serves as motivation: "My main motivation
is the positive vision of my future in Ukraine"; "l
believe in my success. This fact motivates me
to become more resilient"; "I am motivated by
financial stability in the future.”

Personal Growth and Fulfilment: The desire
for personal development and fulfilment was a
common factor: "The motivation to become more
resilient and overcome challenges springs from a
deep desire for personal growth and fulfilment";
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"My values, beliefs, and the sense of purpose
motivate me the most."”

Wisdom and Perspective: Wisdom gained
from experiences, especially from family, provided
a valuable perspective on challenges: "Personally,
certain wisdom that I learned from my mother's
words of encouragement helps me a lot"; "The
attitude that nothing is impossible."”

Self-Realisation and Ambitions: The pursuit
of self-realisation and ambitious aspirations were
cited as motivation: "My motivation in becoming
more resilient and overcome is my family and
ambitions to self-realisation"; "The desire to prove
myselfthat I am a powerful person that can manage
the life challenges."

Coping Mechanisms: Developing coping
mechanisms, such as creating a shield against
stress, was mentioned: "When passing through
the challenges, you create some kind of a shield
to prevent stress impact"; "The need to cope with
stress motivates me to become more resilient."”

Inspiration from Exceptional Individuals:
Drawing inspiration from exceptional individuals
who faced challenges positively was a source
of motivation: "I find inspiration in exceptional
persons who believed in our country during the most
challenging times"; "What motivates me the most
is not wanting to be weak and not wanting to view
the world negatively. When I need to recover, I find
inspiration in exceptional persons who believed in
our country during the most challenging times and
fought against obstacles."

Belief in Success: Believing in one's success
and having the support of family and friends
were highlighted: "I believe in my success. This
fact motivates me to become more resilient"”;
"Successful people around me"; "The purpose,
the possible good final result, the support and
motivation of family and friends"; "I believe that
some challenges make us stronger, so I consider all
of the obstacles as opportunities."

Positive Attitude and Mindset: Maintaining
a positive attitude, seeing challenges as
opportunities, and having a can-do mindset were
common motivators: “Principles. Not overcoming
challenges is simply not an option, so you might
as well dedicate yourself to it fully"; "General
positive attitude. I believe that all situations can
be handled differently, and it is only up to one's
attitude and beliefs."”
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B. General Factors of Motivation Shared by
Baccalaureate Programme Students

Personal Growth and Development: Many
students are motivated by a desire for personal
growth, self-improvement, and the aspiration to
become the best version of themselves. Within this
perspective, overcoming challenges is viewed not
only as a necessity but as a valuable opportunity
for learning, acquiring new skills, and ultimately
realising personal goals: "I want to be the best
version of myself, and facing challenges is the
way I grow and improve"; "A desire to achieve
my goals motivates me to become more resilient
and overcome challenges in my life"; "The desire
for knowledge and personal growth motivates
me to be persistent and overcome challenges"; "I
motivate myself to be more resilient and overcome
challenges because I want to be a good leader
and to improve myself"; "I am mainly guided by
my own interests and ambitions. However, when it
comes to what made me resilient, it is the problems,
specifically the ones I overcame. Life experience
is what helps me deal with most challenges in
life. Also, equally important to me are the people
around me, so I constantly work on improving my
circle of communication"; "My purpose motivates
me to be strong and resilient. It is the reason why
I get up at 5 am every single day even on Sundays.
1t is [the] reason why [ work long hours and aspire
to greatness."”

Purpose and Goals: A powerful motivator for
students involves having a sense of purpose, clear
goals, and a vision for the future, with academic
success, a thriving career, and financial stability
serving as driving forces to overcome challenges:
"Having a successful career is my goal, and that
drives me to overcome challenges, like acing my
exams"; "My goals motivate me to become more
resilient and overcome challenges in my life",
"The best motivation for me is an understanding
of my actual goal and thinking about what can 1
achieve if [ overcome such difficulties"; "A desire
to improve my life"; "Support from my friends
and family, competition also helps. If a person is
better than me in something, [ will try to reach its
maximum and make it my minimum"; "Some of
the life goals are pushing me forward. There's no
final destination, the process of moving from goal
to goal that's what it is"; "Having certain goals
that I want to achieve motivates me to overcome
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difficulties in my life"; "When I know my goals
and understand how overcoming any challenge
will make me closer to achieving these goals and
fulfilling my life purpose, it gives me endless inner
motivation."

Family and Support System: Family support
is a recurring theme, acting as both a motivational
force and a robust foundation for confronting
challenges. Additionally, participants express that
support from friends, relatives, and the belief that
others rely on them serve as sources of strength:
"My family's support is my rock; they believe in
me, and that belief gives me the strength to face
anything"; "Support and love of my family and
friends helps me to become more resilient"; "Also
a supportive environment is a big motivation for
anyone and I am not an exception”; "Also my
family and friends support me all the time and it
also plays an important role"; "Also, the support
from my relatives helps me become more resilient
and confident in my actions"; "Undoubtedly, the
faith of close people in me helps not to lose heart";
"[W]hen my family and friends believe in me and
support me. Also [ am inspired to be more resilient
when [ see my progress and results of my previous
work"; "Family support in every area of my life;
my personal desires, purpose and point of view for
the future; my country and people who are fighting
for the future of next generations; my friend who
work harder and have become more successful
than me in their own fields."

Discipline and Work Ethic: Discipline is
highlighted as a key factor in resilience, with a
commitment to achieving tasks and maintaining
a strong work ethic: "I have an aim in my life,
and I need to work to reach it. I understand that
resilience is a very important skill to go through
all the challenges on my way and not lose myself.
I have to not allow all the difficulties to break my
purposefulness”; "My goal to have a successful
career motivates me to become more resilient”;
"The main motivation for me is to achieve the set
goal because usually, it is something crucial for
me and motivates me not to give up while half
of the work is already done"; "I motivate myself
to be more resilient and overcome challenges
because I want to be a good leader and to improve
myself"; "Only one thing helps me to be resilient
and overcome difficulties, and that is discipline.
So earlier it may have required some reason, but
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now it doesn't"; "Discipline is my secret weapon.
Even when I don't feel like it, I push through, and it
pays off in the end"; "The feeling of responsibility
for my own future motivates me to be resilient
and overcome all obstacles"; "l realise that my
future life depends on my present work"; "I keep to
discipline. For example, even if I don't want to do
something, [ do it anyway"; "When I am faced with
a challenge, I always try to tell myself that I will
get pain in any case: either from discipline or from
disappointment. But the pain of disappointment is
much greater than the pain caused by discipline.
This is what motivates me to move on'; "There
are definitely a lot of things, which help me to
stay motivated to overcome difficulties. Frankly, It
depends on a topic, which may range from being a
professional challenge to [a] personal one. Firstly,
talking about personal hurdles, which most often
pursue people. [The] things that encourage me to
deal with them and stay strong the most are my
family and friends, who give the best advice I have
ever heard. Secondly, overcoming professional
challenges is way easier with faith in yourself and
[an] undesirable feeling to disappoint your family.
Lastly, physical difficulties are usually beat[en] by
building a resilient personality, which is shaped
by discipline and passion. In conclusion, to be
reasoned most of the time brings motivation from
what makes you happy and evokes you."

Belief in a Positive Outcome: Mentioned
as motivators are a positive mindset, belief in
one's abilities, and optimism about the future,
with a recurring theme emphasising the belief
that challenges are temporary and will lead to a
better future: "I face challenges with optimism,
knowing that every hurdle brings me closer to a
better future"; "Belief in great future motivates
me to overcome challenges"; "In each challenge
I see the opportunity to learn how to adapt and
become stronger for future difficulties”; "Facing
the challenges in my life and overcoming them
means to develop, transform and just live the life
of a human being. It’s an opportunity to become
better and wiser through learning the lessons the
life gives you in the most challenging situations";
"There is no direct answer because life itself
motivates me to overcome challenges. Nobody
will be happy if I just break and give up and do
nothing. I just want to live, so I should overcome
the challenges life gives me. My sense of purpose,
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my parents, my goals, even pursuit of happiness
can be the parts of my overall motivation.”
External Inspiration: Motivation stems from
drawing inspiration from successful people, role
models, and those who have overcome challenges,
coupled with the resilience-inspiring aspects of
learning from others' experiences and being part
of a supportive community: "Successful people
inspire me. Seeing others overcome challenges
reminds me that I can do it too"; "I am motivated
by my desire to be useful to society and not to live
my life in vain. Also, people from whom I draw
inspiration give me the strength to go on."
National and Cultural Identity: Motivation
is expressed through a sense of duty to their
country, particularly in the context of Ukraine,
where resilience is viewed as a contribution to the
collective strength of the nation: "Being resilient
isn't just for me; it's my duty to contribute to the
strength of my country, especially in challenging
times"; "My urge to become a great artist is the
thing that motivates me. I want to strengthen
Ukrainian culture and have a deep understanding
of the world, and I do know well that there can be
no knowledge without being vulnerable, so I take
the challenges I meet with gratitude and hope to
turn them into something beautiful one day."
Learning from Failure: Several students
view challenges and failures as opportunities
for learning and acquiring valuable experiences.
The act of overcoming difficulties is seen as
a chance for both personal and professional
development: "Every obstacle is an opportunity
to learn and grow, making me better prepared
for future endeavours. At the end of the day, the
pursuit of self-improvement keeps me grounded
and determined"; "Failure is just a step towards
success. Every challenge teaches me something
valuable"; "[G]etting new experience from failure
can help me to be more resilient. For example, |
do believe that it'’s important to perceive missteps
as an opportunity to get a lot of new experiences";
"Recently I found out about this kind of attitude
which [is] called stoicism, this particular mindset
is extremf[e]ly helpful in difficult personal and
professional occasions. The main idea is to stay
positive, gain new experience from failures and
to overcome destructive emotions with the help
of self-control and strong willpower. And of
course I can't skip the fact that focus on results
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and absolute belief in your ability to reach your
potential are essentials."”

Curiosity and Learning Experience:
Motivation stems from a curiosity to learn and
grow, coupled with a focus on the learning
experience rather than just the outcome, as
challenges are seen as opportunities for continuous
learning: "I love learning, and challenges are like
puzzles to solve. Each one adds to my experience
and knowledge"; "For me, what motivates me to
try new things in life and overcome obstacles is my
curiosity and desire to learn and grow. I focus on
the learning experience rather than the outcome. 1
remind myself that the process is just as important,
if not more important, than the result."”

Fear of Regret: The fear of regret, particularly
regretting not taking on challenges, motivates some
students to view overcoming challenges as a way
to avoid the potential disappointment of not trying:
"It is mainly about supporting people close to me
and overcoming my fears"; "Factors like support
from friends and family, or even the fear of regret if
1 retreat, also play a significant role."

Some personal perspectives of motivation
go behind the desire to cultivate resilience. The
students emphasise personal growth, the pursuit
of long-term goals, and the inspiration drawn
from witnessing others overcome challenges.
This motivational framework is rooted in
the belief that resilience not only enhances
individual well-being but also contributes to a
sense of community and shared support: "I want
to become stronger and handle difficulties better
for a few reasons. First, I see it as a chance to
learn and grow personally. Facing challenges
helps me gain new skills and insights, making
me feel better overall. Second, I have long-term
goals, and being resilient helps me stay on track,
even when things get tough. Lastly, seeing others
overcome challenges inspires me and makes me
feel like I'm part of a supportive community. It
shows me that having a positive mindset and
being resilient can help me overcome life's
obstacles. In summary, my motivation to grow,
achieve goals, and be inspired by others pushes
me to build resilience in my life.”

In essence, the above passages underscore the
interconnectedness of personal development, goal
attainment, and the communal aspect of facing
life's obstacles with resilience.
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C. Some unique and less common responses.
In survey responses, master programme students
shared diverse perspectives on motivation: "I have
not much motivation for it; usually challenges
pass on their own."” Some respondents expressed
a minimalistic viewpoint with responses like
"Nothing"” when questioned about motivation.
Others highlighted the importance of gaining
useful life experience as a motivating factor,
stating, "Gaining useful life experience motivates
me to become more resilient." A philosophical
approach was evident in responses such as "There
is no direct answer because life itself motivates
me to overcome challenges,” and "I just want to
live, so I should overcome the challenges life gives
me." The complexity of motivation was further
emphasised by a participant who remarked, "My
sense of purpose, my parents, my goals, even
pursuit of happiness can be the parts of my overall
motivation."

These responses either express a lack of specific
motivation, emphasise the intrinsic motivation
derived from life itself, or highlight a combination
of factors contributing to motivation.

Uncommon motivations for resilience were
expressed by baccalaureate students in their survey
responses: "There are at least three factors which
help me to be resilient and overcome personal
challenges; firstly, my family motivates me
because they support my ideas and try to help me
with realising them. What is more, my mother is a
close friend of mine, and I can reveal any secrets
to her." Another participant shared insights about
stoicism, stating, "Recently, I found out about this
kind of attitude called stoicism, this particular
mindset is extremely helpful in difficult personal
and professional occasions. The main idea is to
stay positive, gain new experience from failures,
and overcome destructive emotions with the help
of self-control and strong willpower." Reflecting
on discipline as a source of resilience, one student
noted, "Only one thing helps me to be resilient
and overcome difficulties, and that is discipline;
so earlier it may have required some reason, but
now it doesn't.” Others emphasised the importance
of perseverance, with one participant stating, "7The
only way to survive in this world is to fight back the
challenges that life throws back at us, even though
some can seem unpassable, it's about fighting them
and proving the worth of yourself, not winning
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them."Lastly, a student shared artistic aspirations,
expressing, "My urge to become a great artist is
the thing that motivates me; I want to strengthen
Ukrainian culture and have a deep understanding
of the world, and I do know well that there can be
no knowledge without being vulnerable, so I take
the challenges I meet with gratitude and hope to
turn them into something beautiful one day."”

IV. Linguistic Interpretation of Survey
Results. The analysis of students' motivation for
resilience reveals its diverse and multifaceted
nature, encompassing personal, social, and cultural
dimensions and individualised approaches to facing
life's challenges. In examining the survey results,
a broad spectrum of general motivational factors
influencing the resilience of first-year master's
and baccalaureate students becomes apparent.
Notably, a majority of master's students derive
inspiration from personal goals, highlighting the
significance of individual aspirations in fortifying
resilience. The support provided by family,
friends, and educators emerges as a primary factor,
underscoring the pivotal role of a positive social
environment. A positive vision of the future, rooted
in personal growth and fulfilment, signifies an
optimistic outlook as a driving force. Similarly,
self-realisation and professional ambitions
contribute to a complex motivational framework,
suggesting that a combination of personal insight
and forward-looking goals strengthens resilience.
Coping mechanisms, including stress management,
and inspiration from role models add depth to
students' perceptions of resilience.

At the same time, baccalaureate students
emphasise personal growth, clear goals, and family
support as key motivators. Notions of discipline,
belief in a positive outcome, external inspiration,
and national identity stand out as distinctive
motivational factors.

Overall, content analysis reveals that a
significant number of students are primarily
motivated by personal growth and development,
with career success and advancement also playing
a substantial role, as a quarter of participants cite
it as motivation for resilience. This underscores
a connection between personal development and
broader life goals.

These diverse factors underscore the
multifaceted nature of motivation, emphasising
that resilience is not a singular trait but a dynamic
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interplay of personal, social, and cultural influences,
with linguistic cues serving as essential markers of
this motivational landscape.

V. Conclusion. The provided statistical and
content analysis of students’ responses highlights
linguistic cues of resilience perception within
master and baccalaureate programs across various
academic fields. The survey not only showcases
motivation-related  language  indicative  of
participants' confidence in overcoming challenges
but also reflects their perspectives on personal
and professional resilience. The linguistic
interpretation of the survey results contributes to
a comprehensive understanding of the motivations
underlying students' resilience, revealing a wide
range of motivational factors. This analysis
illustrates the diverse and multifaceted nature
of resilience perception among both first-year
master's and baccalaureate students.

While master's students draw inspiration
from personal goals, emphasising individual
aspirations, family, friends, and educators' support
emerges as a prevailing factor, highlighting the
influential role of a positive social environment.
A positive vision of the future, along with self-
realisation and professional ambitions, further
enriches the complex motivational framework.
In comparison, baccalaureate students emphasise
personal growth, clear goals, and family support,
with distinctive factors such as discipline, belief
in a positive outcome, external inspiration,
and national identity playing significant roles.
The content analysis highlights the interplay
of personal, social, and cultural influences,
demonstrating that resilience is a dynamic fusion
of varied motivational cues, with linguistic
markers serving as essential indicators of this
complex motivational landscape.

Through this study, we attempt to contribute
to the broader discourse on resilience perception,
particularly within a linguistic context and offer
insights into the interconnectedness of personal
development, goal attainment, and communal
support in facing life's challenges.

The findings of this study offer practical
implications for educators, indicating the need
to create tools that integrate motivation-related
language into teaching. For students, the study
provides strategies to foster resilience in their
academic journey. This research contributes to
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the advancing field of psycholinguistic research, resilience and its significance for personal and
enhancing our comprehension of linguistic academic development.
