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READINESS OF SCIENTIFIC AND PEDAGOGICAL STAFF
FOR ACADEMIC ENTREPRENEURSHIP:
THE ESSENCE OF MOTIVATIONAL AND PERSONAL COMPONENTS

Considering academic entrepreneurship as one of the urgent problems of modern higher education, it is worth turning
to the formation of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff for its implementation. The question arises of defining
the concept of “readiness” and characterising its structural components. An analysis of the relevant scientific and pedagogical
literature has been carried out. The essence of the motivational component of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical
staff for academic entrepreneurship has been substantiated, as a set of personal and professional characteristics that reflect
a positive attitude towards academic entrepreneurship as an important element of the university’s activities, motivation
to create innovative initiatives, entrepreneurial needs, interests, desire for success, confidence in one’s entrepreneurial
abilities and orientation towards the development of cooperation between science, education and business. It is concluded
that the motivational component involves awareness of the significance of academic entrepreneurship for personal
and professional growth, integration of innovations into the educational process, adherence to the principles of ethics
and integrity, and readiness for interdisciplinary cooperation and systemic improvement to achieve sustainable results. It is
determined that the personal component of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff for academic entrepreneurship
is an internal aspect of self-awareness and the ability to reflect, which ensures the formation of an entrepreneurial position,
assessment of one’s experience and awareness of the role of the individual in creating innovative projects. The personal
component is interpreted through the prism of orientation towards systemic and structured improvement and development
of skills, confidence in one’s entrepreneurial abilities, awareness of the importance of leadership, openness to change
and innovation, and encouragement to active interaction with others. The prospects for further scientific studies include
a description of the essence of the cognitive and activity components of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff
for academic entrepreneurship.

Problem statement. Considering academic
entrepreneurship as one of the urgent problems
of modern higher education, it is worth turn-
ing to the formation of the readiness of scientific
and pedagogical staff for its implementation. The
question arises of defining the concept of “readi-
ness” and characterising its components. These
components include the motivational and per-
sonal. We justify our position by the fact that
motivation plays a key role in the formation
of readiness for academic entrepreneurship, since
it determines the internal motivation of scientific

and pedagogical staff to implement innovative
educational and scientific projects. In our opin-
ion, the development of key qualities for suc-
cessful academic entrepreneurship, which corre-
sponds to the essence of the personal component,
is also vital. Personal characteristics determine
the ability of scientific and pedagogical staff to
effectively implement entrepreneurial activi-
ties in an academic environment. A clear defi-
nition and characterisation of the motivational
and personal components allows to apply a sys-
tematic approach to the formation of the readiness
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of scientific and pedagogical staff for academic
entrepreneurship.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. Our considerations are based on the results
of the analysis of scientific and pedagogical litera-
ture. It is worth mentioning that the motivation for
the professional and personal development of uni-
versity staff is the subject of scientific research
by many researchers. The works of researchers
[Animenko, banit, Kamoxna], [[opoxiBchka],
[Muxaitmmma| emphasise the need to take into
account such components of the motivational com-
ponent as motives, desires, cognitive and active
interest, concentration, striving for scientific
and creative, pedagogical and creative activity,
positive attitude, and focus on achieving success
in professional activity. The motivation of a sci-
entific and pedagogical staff is based on their
professional interests, value priorities and life
ideals. It manifests itself both in the professional
activity and in specific pedagogical or scientific,
research contexts. Investigating the professional
formation and professional development of spe-
cialists, researchers emphasise the need to take
into account their personal qualities. That is why
in the structure of professional competence or
readiness for professional activity, researchers
distinguish the personal component [Anmarosal],
[[TaBnumuH], etc.

The aim of the article. The article
aims to define and characterise the essence
of the motivational and personal components
of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff
for academic entrepreneurship.

Presentation of the main material. The moti-
vational component in the structure of the read-
iness of scientific and pedagogical staff for aca-
demic entrepreneurship is considered through
the prism of a set of entrepreneurial motives,
interests and needs, and a focus on achieving suc-
cess in academic entrepreneurship. It should be
considered one of the main factors that encourage
the personal and professional development of sci-
entific and pedagogical staff in order to achieve
acme, realize their entrepreneurial potential,
and diversify their professional activities.

In our opinion, the motivational component
of a scientific and pedagogical staff’ readiness
for academic entrepreneurship harmonises
with a worldview based on value orientations,

the ability to positively perceive and analyse
the environment, find the place in it, realise one’s
role and mission, act creatively, determine target
and semantic settings for own actions, and also
make well-founded decisions. Motivation serves
as a mechanism for self-determination
of the individual in professional activity. It fixes
the individual trajectory of a person’s professional
development and becomes the basis of the life
plan.Inthestudydevotedtotheanalysisoftheandragogical
competence of teachers, the value-motivational
component is identified, which the authors
interpret as “a set of motives, interests and needs
that determine the orientation of pedagogical
personnel to professional and pedagogical
activity in connection with the awareness
of the correspondence of personal andragogical
qualities to the requirements of pedagogical
activity in the field of adult education
and the conscious motivation of personal
aspirations to action” [AmimeHko, baHirT,
Kamroxna : 67-68]. According to T. Horokhivska,
the motivational component of professional
and pedagogical competence of teachers
working in technical universities should be
considered through the prism of ‘“axiological,
semantic, motivational resources, professionally
important qualities and specifics of pedagogical
skill” [I'opoxiBcbka 88]. R. Mykhailyshyn
proves  that  “the  positive  motivation
of a teacher to innovative activity is evidenced
by the creation and application of something
new, the improvement of pedagogical skills,
and the overcoming of professional difficulties.
Therefore, many teachers consider the use
of innovative technologies to be the only chief
motive for personal and professional self-
affirmation” [Muxaiinumus : 14].

One of the key incentives for the development
of academic entrepreneurship is an interest in
learning new things. Speaking about scientific
and pedagogical staff who strive to learn,
create and implement innovations, we conclude
that their interests are usually focused on
the need for a deep scientific understanding
of the multifaceted aspects of the triad
“education — business — society”, on the analysis
of their personal and professional experience,
critical assessment of professional activities,
the effectiveness of the services they provide to
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society, awareness of the value of innovations
for the development of social, economic,
cultural, political aspects of society’s life.
The training of a scientific and pedagogical staff
for academic entrepreneurship assumes their
disposition and focus on creating and using
the conditions of the academic environment
of a modern university, orientation on
the development of motivation for changes,
their positive perception, as well as on
organising the coordination of the capabilities
of the academic environment. This environment
is considered as a complex of factors
and conditions that not only contribute to
individual improvement, further development
of professional competence and personal
qualities, but also reveal hidden opportunities
and potential to find additional resources through
the use of effective reflective practices. We
consider the desire to understand the processes
that involve the integration of science, education
and  entrepreneurship,  which  encourages
action, stimulates innovative thinking,
and directs the search for new ideas and their
implementation. Therefore, the basis of interest
in academic entrepreneurship projects within
the academic environment forms the need
to master new knowledge about the essence,
strategic and operational aspects of academic
entrepreneurship;  positive  emotions  based
on the discovery of new opportunities for
the realisation of one’s potential. Interest in
the problem of academic entrepreneurship
encourages scientific and pedagogical staff to
generate new ideas, demonstrate entrepreneurial
initiative, search for partners, and make efforts to
implement the idea.

Researchers suggest considering the motives
that encourage scientific and pedagogical
staff to develop and implement academic
entrepreneurship.  In  particular, we  are
talking about the desire to commercialise
the results of scientific research; generate
new ideas and establish cooperation with
production and industry; diversify financing
and resource provision of scientific research,
etc. [D’Este, Perkmann]. In other words,
the material and financial component becomes
a priority in the motivation of scientific
and pedagogical staff. But simultaneously,

scientists emphasise the immaterial component
and prove that academic entrepreneurship
contributes to increasing the status of a scientific
and pedagogical staff, their prestige and respect
in the professional environment [Fini, Grimaldi,
Sobrero].

Thus, the motivational component
of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff
for academic entrepreneurship includes a positive
attitude towards academic entrepreneurship
as an element of the activities of a modern
university; a focus on developing cooperation
between science, business and education,
integrating innovation into  entrepreneurial
initiatives to create added value; understanding
the value of integrating academic
entrepreneurship into the educational process;
respect for academic and entrepreneurial freedom,;
adherence to the principles of academic integrity;
innovation, entrepreneurial orientation, ethics
and responsibility; readiness for interdisciplinary
cooperation to create innovative projects.

Regarding the personal component, we take
into account the publication of O. Alpatova, who
recognises that the formation of the personal

component is a process that involves
the search for a balance of “individual,
professional ~and social values; finding

optimal forms of social interaction; finding
such activities that allow realising personal
potential” [AnmaroBa : 174]. M. Necheporenko
attaches importance to understanding the nature
of one’s personality and the requirements
for a professional, working on the image
of a competent one, “identifying contradictions
between the “real self” and the “ideal self)”
outlining areas for improving personal qualities
that ensure effective professional and personal
self-development, a creative approach to solving
professional tasks, mobilisation of forces,
the ability to implement and control the planned
strategy of professional and personal self-
development based on the processes of self-
acceptance, self-prediction and self-regulation”
[Heuenopenko : 59].

N. Kinakh argues that “... the personal
component is associated with the desire to
achieve a specific mission and goals, to
demonstrate individual and personal qualities,
to hope for success, to be willing to take risks,
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to have a clearly expressed sense of personal
responsibility, to be persistent, flexible, energetic,
confident in one’s abilities, to be able to convince
others, to systematically update one’s knowledge
base, to have communicative and managerial
skills, to act rationally in unpredictable situations
and to use every resource and opportunity as
profitably as possible” [Kinax : 139-140].

In our opinion, the personal component
should include entrepreneurial self-awareness,
which allows one to form self-confidence, show
initiative, willingness to take risks and overcome
challenges associated with innovative activities.
Emotional and volitional stability is important;
it is based on the ability to manage emotions,
maintain balance, and focus on achieving clearly
defined goals. We highlight leadership qualities
in the personal component that correlate with
the ability of scientific and pedagogical staff
to create, implement and develop innovative
projects, maintaining a balance between
professional and personal goals. It is obvious
that the key elements of the personal component
should include readiness to implement changes.
Professional development and improvement
require self-analysis and reflection, which
justify the need for the ability to comprehend
one’s professional activities, critically
evaluate achievements and determine ways
of self-improvement. We find confirmation
of our reasoning in the work of M. Necheporenko,
according to which “reflection in general
is an analysis of one’s actions and states,
which helps to analyse one’s shortcomings,
and the higher the level of development
of reflective skills and a reflective position,
the easier it is to identify the causes of difficulties
and correctly set a goal and choose a way to
achieve it” [Heuenopenxo : 61].

Based on the results of the analysis, we
interpret the personal component of the readiness
of scientific and pedagogical staff for academic

entrepreneurship through the prism of orientation
towards systematic and structured improvement
and development of skills to achieve sustainable
results; confidence in one’s entrepreneurial
abilities and motivation to launch startups in
the academic environment, achieving success;
awareness of the importance of leadership
in academic entrepreneurship to achieve
common goals and sustainable development
of projects; openness to change and innovation,
entrepreneurial  thinking and readiness to
participate in the development of innovative
projects; encouragement of active interaction
with partners, team and investors based on trust
and respect.

Conclusions. Summarising the results
of the analysis, we formulate the definition
of the motivational component of the readiness
of scientific and pedagogical staff for
academic entrepreneurship as a set of personal
and professional characteristics that reflect
a  positive  attitude towards academic
entrepreneurship as an significant element
of the university’s activities, motivation to
create innovative initiatives, entrepreneurial
needs, interests, desire for success, confidence
in one’s entrepreneurial abilities and orientation
towards the development of cooperation
between science, education and business.
The personal component of the readiness
of scientific and pedagogical staff for academic
entrepreneurship is an  internal  aspect
of self-awareness and the ability to reflect, which
ensures the formation of an entrepreneurial
position, assessment of one’s experience
and awareness of the role of the individual in
innovative projects development.

The prospects for further scientific studies
include the characteristics of the essence
of the cognitive and activity components
of the readiness of scientific and pedagogical staff
for academic entrepreneurship.

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DIGITAL ETHICS AND ACADEMIC INTEGRITY IN HIGHER EDUCATION

In the age of rapid digitalization of the educational environment, the issues of digital ethics and academic integrity
in higher education have become increasingly critical. With the widespread adoption of online learning, cloud services,
automated assessment systems, and artificial intelligence, new challenges emerge concerning adherence to ethical
standards, data privacy, transparency in evaluation, and the prevention of academic misconduct. This article explores
the fundamental concepts of digital ethics, their interconnection with academic integrity, and the factors influencing
the development of ethical culture within university communities.

Particular attention is given to common forms of academic dishonesty in the digital context, such as plagiarism,
unauthorized use of external digital tools, and cheating during remote examinations. The paper also addresses the shifting
role of university instructors, emphasizing their function as mentors, moderators, and ethical role models in the learning
process. The importance of digital literacy development and the implementation of ethics-focused educational programs
aimed at cultivating responsible academic behavior is also highlighted.

Moreover, the article analyzes recent scholarly publications and international research on ethical issues in digital
education, including the use of Al-generated content and online proctoring technologies. Potential risks associated with
violations of student privacy are discussed, along with strategies for mitigating these risks. Promising approaches to
assessment that can reduce academic dishonesty, such as portfolios, project-based learning, and adaptive testing, are
presented.

This work is of practical value to researchers, educators, academic administrators, and students who are interested
in building a sustainable system of academic integrity under the conditions of ongoing digital transformation in higher
education.

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FORMATION OF PROFESSIONAL-ETHICAL CULTURE OF FUTURE DOCTORS
IN THE PROCESS OF STUDYING MICROBIOLOGY THROUGH INNOVATIVE
TEACHING METHODS

The article substantiates the possibilities of integrating the ethical component into the professional training of future
doctors through teaching the discipline “Microbiology.”

Based on a theoretical analysis of medical education content, clinical practice challenges, and trends in humanising
professional training, this paper shows that the formation of a professional-ethical culture should not be limited to

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humanities disciplines only. Special attention is paid to the potential of microbiology as a platform for modelling moral
choice situations that reflect real clinical-ethical dilemmas.

The essence of the professional-ethical culture of a future doctor is revealed as an integral phenomenon that
includes moral reflection, the ability to analyse situations ethically, adherence to bioethical norms, and professional
responsibility. Problems of insufficient integration of the ethical component into natural science disciplines are identified,
and environmental factors complicate its implementation are characterised.

An approach to using innovative teaching methods (case method, interdisciplinary classes, project work, debates,
simulations) is proposed, which allows the creation of a learning environment for developing moral and professional
responsibility. Examples of learning situations with vaccination problems, antibiotic resistance, biosafety, social justice,
and the boundaries of what is permissible in biomedical research are provided.

Practical recommendations for integrating the ethical component into teaching microbiology are formulated.
The importance of interdisciplinary interaction, reflective learning, and updating the assessment system is emphasised.
The theoretical results can be used to develop teaching materials and further empirical research on the effectiveness
of an ethics-oriented approach in medical education.

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CRITERIAL BASIS OF FORMATION OF RESEARCH COMPETENCE
OF FUTURE TECHNICAL SPECIALISTS

The professional activity of an engineer is connected with the need to perform research tasks in the field of industrial
production, which actualizes the problem of formation of research skills in the process of training in higher technical
educational institutions. The article examines the problem of formation of research competence of future specialists in
the technical field.

The structural components of the professional competence of a specialist in the technical field are substantiated, which
include personal qualities of a future engineer, professional knowledge and skills, and value orientations of the individual.
Research activity is considered as a necessary condition for the effective formation of the general professional competence
of a future specialist in the technical field.

The patterns and characteristic features of the professional training process are identified, which became the basis
in the process of developing criteria, indicators and levels of formation of research competence of future specialists in
the technical field. The motivational-value, cognitive and activity-practical criteria of research competence of future
engineers are highlighted, the corresponding indicators and levels of formation are substantiated.

The effectiveness of the developed conditions for training future specialists in the technical field to form their research
competence has been proven. These conditions are defined as formation of motives for research work; acquisition
of appropriate knowledge of the methodology of scientific research; involvement of engineering students in the work
of university scientific associations (scientific schools, clubs, problem laboratories); and gaining experience in conducting
research activities.

Further research of the issue can be aimed at studying the influence of scientific and research activities on other aspects
of training future specialists, such as motivation for learning and level of professional skills.

At the modern stage of reforming higher professional education, a current problem is the search for new content,
forms and methods of future teachers forming research competence as the ability to obtain new knowledge, professionally
master the scientific knowledge methods, constructively solve pedagogical problems, research and analyze professional
phenomena and processes, evaluate the results of activities and determine ways to optimize them.

The article purpose is to determine the specifics of the research competence formation in future preschool educators.
To achieve the goal, the following tasks were solved: the essence of the future educator research competence concept was
clarified; the features of the higher education applicants’ research competence formation in the specialty 012 Pre-school
Education were analyzed (on the example of The Municipal Higher Educational Institution “Lutsk Pedagogical College”
of the Volyn Regional Council). Research methods: analysis, synthesis, generalization and concretization.

The article explains the research competence of a preschool teacher as an acquired, namely the future teacher ability
formed in the process of professional training to apply scientific and research methods in pedagogical activity in order to
improve the educational process, solve various complex (sometimes unpredictable) pedagogical problems, and introduce
innovations.

A structural-functional model of the future educator research competence is proposed.

The features of the future educators’ research competence formation are determined and analyzed: taking into account
the specifics of educational activities in a modern preschool educational institution, its complexity, the interdependence
of all participants in the educational process activities; the unity of theory and practice (research knowledge and research
skills).

Further research is required to develop tools and methods for diagnosing the state of future educators’ research
competence formation.

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ALPHABET-ENCYCLOPEDIAS AS A RESOURCE FOR CONSTRUCTING
AUTHOR’S LESSONS OF THE UKRAINIAN LANGUAGE IN SECONDARY
AND HIGH SCHOOLS

The article analyzes the relevance of using the alphabet-encyclopedias as a source of factual material for constructing
the author’s Ukrainian language lessons in secondary and high school. The focus is on the need to update traditional
methods of teaching the Ukrainian language in the context of implementing the concept of the New Ukrainian School
and introducing a competency-based approach. The author argues that a modern Ukrainian language lesson cannot be
limited only to the content of a textbook, since a student today needs interesting, diverse content that meets his/her
cognitive needs and is related to current topics of culture, literature, and history. The alphabet-encyclopedias of the
“From A to Z” series are considered as an example of universal educational material that combines dictionary
and encyclopedic information, literary text, and original graphic design. Special attention is paid to the author’s
lesson as an indicator of the professional skills of a modern teacher of language and literature, capable of integrating
innovative resources and forming a creative learning environment in the lesson. The example of a lesson outline for
the 11th grade on punctuation in the direct speech, quotes, and dialogue demonstrates the practical implementation
of the methodology for using alphabet-encyclopedias when working with texts. The article argues that such authors’
lessons contribute to the development of students’ critical thinking and the formation of skills for working with different
types of texts, the improvement of their language competence, and, at the same time, foster interest in the national cultural
heritage. The author emphasizes the importance of such approaches for improving the quality of language education
and the formation of students’ key competencies in compliance with the tasks of modern schools.

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MODELING THE PROCESS OF FORMING THE NATIONAL IDENTITY
OF STUDENTS IN THE OUT-OF-SCHOOL EDUCATIONAL SPACE

National identity is the main topic of many studies, both Ukrainian and foreign, as it plays an important role in many
aspects of society. In general, it can be characterized as a sense of belonging to a particular nation.

The article emphasizes that the problem of forming the national identity of student youth in the context of war, social
transformations and moral and value crisis is filled with a special meaning.

The study reveals the multidimensional nature of the formation of adolescents’ national identity in the context of war,
globalization and digital transformation. The cultural, educational and psychological factors that influence the process
of national identification are analyzed.

Based on the analysis of normative state documents and scientific and information sources, the article concludes
that the formation of national identity in the younger generation and filling it with semantic content is considered by
the Ukrainian academic community as an important state task, as the basis of cohesion and spiritual unity of the country’s
citizens in times of war.

National identity is one of the elements in the structure of a person’s identity, which is determined by national or
ethnicity. The article defines the component structure of national identity, which includes cognitive, affective and behavioral
components. The criteria and indicators of national identity formation are characterized.

It is determined that the extracurricular education system has significant potential in the context of forming the national
identity of students and presents the priority tasks of the activities of the ECE

The article reveals the directions of activity of extracurricular education institutions with the aim of forming national
identity: spiritual, moral and military-patriotic education, their content.

It is actualized that in the conditions of socio-political changes, in the conditions of war, certain aspects of this issue,
in particular the socio-psychological features of ethnic and national identity, remain relevant.

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USING THE MODEL FORMATION OF THE READINESS OF FUTURE
COMMANDER OFFICERS TO COMBAT NEGATIVE INFORMATIONAL
AND PSYCHOLOGICAL INFLUENCE ON PERSONNEL

In modern In conditions when an aggressor attacked our state, the role and importance of informational factors in life
Ukrainians . Information environment serves transmitter various kinds of information , in particular processes related
from security of the state border.

From the beginning of Russian aggression threats to national security Ukraine have become one of the most serious
problems, and in the context of informational security also [Palyvoda A. V., 2020]. Significant changes took place already
in 2014, and with the start of full-scale Russian invasion on February 24, 2022, this problem has become yet more
importance for the security of the state border and the general defense capabilities countries [ Combat charter, 2020].

Task State border services Ukraine is to provide integrity of the state border and protection sovereign rights
of Ukrainians in the border region area , including sea economic zone. During the war intrusion aggressor country
the problem of protecting and defending the state border arises in conditions of complex armed conflict conflict , which
at the initial stage acquired the character of a hybrid wars in the East , South and West Ukraine . Threats national security
, sovereignty and territorial integrity integrity countries caused aggressive actions an aggressor country that seeks annex
the territory of Ukraine.

The article highlights some methodological advice on forming the readiness of future border guard officers to counteract
the negative informational and psychological impact on the personnel of future officers in the conditions of information
warfare. An analysis of the scientific literature devoted to the problem revealed a variety of approaches to the problem
under consideration and ambiguity in the views of scientists regarding the definition of some methodological advice.

One of the ways to ensure the readiness of future officers to counteract such information is to implement the author’s
model of such a process in the educational process. For this purpose, the content of the components of the model for
forming the readiness of future officers of the State Border Service of Ukraine to counteract the negative informational
and psychological impact on the personnel is disclosed. The structure of target guidelines and tasks, the patterns
and foundations of the formation of relevant skills in higher education students, as well as the methodology, primarily
the tools of pedagogical interaction, forms and methods of acquiring the readiness of future officers of the State Border
Service of Ukraine to counteract the negative informational and psychological impact on the personnel are described.

Counteracting negative information and psychological influence is a key prerequisite for a high level of combat
readiness of units and military units and formations . Only on its foundation can one guarantee the appropriate security
of the military, their combat skills, constant readiness to implement the set goals, and stable control of the process.
Ensuring legality and discipline is considered a priority. The professionalism of employees and the level of discipline are
elements of the effectiveness of such readiness.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL FOUNDATIONS
OF ENTREPRENEURIAL COMPETENCE DEVELOPMENT IN INTERNALLY
DISPLACED PERSONS

The article examines the psychological foundations of the formation of entrepreneurial competence of internally
displaced persons (IDPs) as a tool for their socio-economic adaptation. Despite the significant research results of Ukrainian
scientists, the psychological foundations of the formation of entrepreneurial competence in IDPs require systematic
analysis and justification. At the current stage of society’s development, it is important to investigate the influence
of intrapersonal barriers and motivational factors of IDPs on entrepreneurial activity, as well as to outline the areas
of psycho-emotional support for these individuals at the community level. A set of research methods was used: theoretical
analysis; systematization; categorization of information; comparative analysis. Key psychological barriers were analyzed,
in particular, fear of failure, low self-esteem, anxiety and social isolation, which negatively affect integration into a new
environment and complicate professional self-realization. The main motivational factors that contribute to the development
of entrepreneurial skills are outlined and described, including goal setting, positive thinking, economic incentives,
a sense of belonging to the community and self-education. Areas of psycho-emotional support at the community level
are identified, including psychological consultations, support groups, trainings on the development of entrepreneurial
skills and social projects. The development of entrepreneurial competence is considered an effective mechanism for
reducing psychological stress, restoring economic sustainability and ensuring the active integration of IDPs into society
and the labor market.

The article is devoted to analyzing the formation of natural science education from the second half of the 20th to
the end of the 21st century, focusing on the main trends in its development, methodological changes, and the impact
of scientific and technological progress on educational programs.

Particular attention is paid to the fundamentalization of knowledge as a key aspect of preserving scientific heritage
and ensuring high-quality training of specialists in the field of natural sciences. The evolution of approaches to teaching
natural sciences in the context of the development of STEM education is analyzed, which contributes to the formation
of interdisciplinary thinking and practical application of knowledge. The role of digital technologies in the transformation
of the educational process is studied, in particular the impact of interactive platforms, simulations, artificial intelligence
and virtual reality on the formation of educational methods.

A significant place in the article is devoted to the analysis of international experience in reforming natural science
education, a comparative study of educational models of different countries and the determination of prospects for
implementing best practices in the educational process.
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The article substantiates the importance of the balance between theoretical knowledge and practical competencies,
which allows to provide a deep understanding of natural processes and their real applicability. The possibilities of using
gamification, case methods and problem-based learning to increase the efficiency of material learning, student motivation
and integration of natural sciences into practical activities are highlighted.

The study is based on interdisciplinary analysis, comparative educational research and methodological synthesis,
which allows to more deeply reveal the patterns of development of natural sciences education and outline ways of its
improvement in the conditions of modern challenges and future prospects.

Artificial Intelligence (AI) is fundamentally reshaping various industries, including marketing and marketing
education. The rapid integration of Al requires the urgent development of specific Al competencies among future
marketing professionals. Essential for enhancing productivity, personalization, speed, and often quality of marketing
work, proficiency in Al-driven workflows is increasingly becoming a critical requirement for successful careers in
the field of marketing. Al offers significant benefits, such as mimicking real-world marketing tasks, enhancing learning
by reducing routine assignments, and acting as a study partner, while also transforming education through its impact on
cost, personalization, creativity, and effectiveness. Nevertheless, considerable challenges remain, including AI’s tendency
to make errors, inherent biases, and the significant risks of plagiarism, alongside privacy concerns. Strategic thinking,
nevertheless, remains an irreplaceable human prerogative, complementing generative Al with evaluative Al for accuracy.
A disparity currently exists between academic offerings and industry demands for Generative Al (GenAl) competencies.
This necessitates urgent adaptation due to Al’s rapid development and its profound impact on marketing workflows,
emphasizing the crucial human factor for successful integration. This article presents a current literature review examining
the academic and professional discourse surrounding the imperative of integrating Al into modern marketing curricula.
It highlights diverse perspectives from various authors regarding Al’s role in marketing education and showcases critical
areas for future pedagogical and curricular investigation. The review underscores the need for educational institutions to
adapt their offerings to prepare students for an Al-driven marketing landscape.

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pioneer in Al projects illustrates the importance
of learning and accents that one should make to
become a successful individual in the next decade.

Despite the discourse on Al across various
mediums, the academic community has just
begun to systematically analyze the strategies
for developing and integrating Al competencies
into the marketing curricula. This article aims to
synthesize the academic perspectives regarding
Al in marketing education, recognizing its crucial
role in shaping future marketing competence. By
highlighting the most common aspects, it provides
an up-to-date overview of the current scientific
literature and discourse.

Main part. While the discourse on
Al integration in marketing curriculum is only
beginning to shape within academia, it is crucial
to systematize practical experience and integrate
it into educational programs. This urgency
derives from the rapid pace of Al development,
the extensive benefits it offers, and the profound
threats and issues it presents to every sphere
of human activity.

The  work  “Re-Imagining  Marketing
Education for Career Readiness in the GenAl
Era” by (Mehmet et al., 2025) significantly
contributes to the discussion regarding Al in
marketing education. This work highlights
how previous scholarly literature showcases
marketing curricular redesigns necessitated by
the emergence of social media marketing (Brocato
et al., 2015), (Crittenden, 2024), (Mufioz
& Wood, 2015) shifts in retail marketing
paradigms  (Guha et al., 2024) the swift
pedagogical integration of digital marketing
competencies (Cowley et al., 2021) and, more
recently, the inclusion of data analytics into
marketing curricula (Kurtzke & Setkute, 2021).
These historical progressions  demonstrate
a consistent responsiveness among marketing
academics to critical industry trends during
subject design. Furthermore, such developments
underscore a continuous and pressing need for
marketing education to keep pace as practical
marketing methodologies evolve. Even though
the marketing curriculum has adapted under
the pressure of these disruptors, Al possesses
the ability to fundamentally alter the entire
marketing workflow. While topics like digital
and social media marketing are already
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incorporated into the educational programs
of many U.S. universities, Al’s full integration
is yet to come. Crittenden, in his editorial
for Volume 46 of the Journal of Marketing
Education, also emphasizes that educators are
still conceptualizing the optimal approach for
incorporating Al into the modern marketing
curriculum (Crittenden, 2024).

Weege & Zweigle in their work mentions
a comprehensive 2023 study by SHR Berlin
University of Applied Science, titled “Kiinstli-
che Intelligenz — die Zukunft des Marketings
2027, surveyed 170 marketing managers in Ger-
many, yielding significant insights into the per-
ceived future of Al in marketing. The research
indicated that approximately 86% of these mar-
keters are convinced that AI’s importance will
continue to increase, foreseeing its more inten-
sive integration across the entire marketing man-
agement process, covering consumer insights,
strategy, marketing mix, and performance man-
agement. Furthermore, 77% of marketing man-
agers who currently utilize Al in their work
confirm its status as a key factor, predicting its
even greater future significance. Consequently,
the study emphasizes that leveraging AI’s full
potential for corporate success critically depends
on the human factor, highlighting the essential
need for enhanced knowledge, targeted training,
and practical experience among marketing pro-
fessionals. (Weege & Zweigle, 2025).

Further in the work they explore how Al can
leverage strategic marketing framework based
on the article by (Huang & Rust, 2021) where
the scholars covered the ways where Al can be
used on the example of the three steps market-
ing framework which consist of three stages
during which three types of Al can be leveraged:
“Mechanical AI”, which can cover routine tasks,
“Thinking AI” which can analyze the acquired
results and “Feeling AI” which can interpret
the results and tailor the appropriate messages for
the potential target audience.

Weege & Zweigle also outline a comprehen-
sive framework for Al integration within mar-
keting, encompassing three key areas: marketing
research, which involves data collection, market
analysis, and customer understanding; marketing
strategy, focusing on market segmentation, target-
ing, and positioning; and marketing action, char-
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acterized by message standardization and person-
alization according to the selected target audience,
as well as relationalization through post-purchase
support or customer engagement via chatbots
and virtual agents.(Weege & Zweigle, 2025).

Kumar et al. in their 2024 paper proposed
a comprehensive framework titled “Market-
ing areas where Al can bring about transforma-
tive effects,” that identifies key domains where
Artificial Intelligence can yield transformative
effects within marketing. This model showcases
six interconnected areas, categorized under three
overarching capabilities: Technological marketing
capabilities (programmatic advertising, bid place-
ments, automated email campaigns, chatbots etc.),
Analytical narketing capabilities (data analy-
sis, marketing performance analysis, data-drive
decision making etc.), and Strategic efficiency
capabilities (streamlined operations in market-
ing actions to improve efficiency in marketing,
e.g. automated workflows, real-time customer
interaction, direct engagement, e.g. using emo-
tional Al etc.). Specifically, Al’s profound impacts
are observed in automated marketing strategies,
the consideration of ethical implications, enhanc-
ing customer experience, identifying growth
opportunities with Al implementation, generat-
ing Al-driven customer insights, and improving
market performance measurement. This frame-
work collectively highlights AI’s influence across
the strategic and operational dimensions of mod-
ern marketing. (Kumar et al., 2024)

Jatmika et al. in their work discuss Artificial
intelligence marketing (AIM) which utilizes Al
to automate the extensive collection and analysis
of marketing mix data, thus generating actionable
insights. This knowledge subsequently enables
the automation of various marketing processes,
such as market intelligence. A revolutionary fea-
ture of AIM is its capacity for highly individual-
ized personalization, tailoring marketing efforts
to each customer’s needs and preferences. Dis-
tinct from traditional marketing, which typi-
cally focuses on firm-level strategies and acqui-
sition-centric activities, AIM provides granular
understanding by analyzing individual customer
behavior across the entire product or service
lifecycle, including acquisition, consumption,
and disposal (Jatmika et al., 2024). While the con-
cept of personalization is not new, Al significantly
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enhances its capabilities by leveraging vast client
datasets to, for example, tailor brand messages to
specific customer profiles.

Scheier and Held emphasize that despite Al’s
capacity to enhance numerous marketing tacti-
cal operations, strategic thinking and formula-
tion remain an irreplaceable human prerogative.
They warn that without human-defined guide-
lines and clear starting points that describe busi-
ness context in details, Al risks generating generic
and uncontrolled outputs or just hallucinations,
meaning the results that doesn’t fit the marketing
problem. The authors further introduce a crucial
distinction between generative and evaluative
(or analytical) Al: while generative Al can pro-
duce plausible yet potentially inaccurate outputs,
evaluative Al ensures accuracy through extensive
data analysis. For instance, in brand positioning,
evaluative Al can refine the outputs of gener-
ative Al to align with a company’s brand policy
(Scheier & Held, 2024).

Acar in their work “Reimagining market-
ing education in the age of generative AI” points
that GenAl is transforming marketing education
through three key dimensions:

Cost and scale;
Personalization and access;
Creativity and Innovation.

Economically, GenAl significantly reduces
the cost of “intelligence,” easing educators’
administrative burdens, (like checking
standard test assignments) and freeing time for

meaningful student interaction. This enables
the unprecedented scaling of high-quality
education, making sophisticated pedagogical

approaches, like providing detailed feedback
at much cheaper cost then human experts.
For example, generating automated feedback
through Generative Al is at least one and up to
three orders of magnitude cheaper than human
expert feedback, using the app in an educational
setting might free up educators’ resources
and save costs (Jirgensmeier & Skiera, 2024)
thus, hardly scalable. This manuscript evaluates

how well Generative Artificial Intelligence
(AL.  Pedagogically, GenAl  democratizes
personalized learning, allowing educators

to tailor materials to diverse student needs
and empowering learners to adapt content to their
preferred formats, pace, and modality. Al tutors
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(e.g., Khanmigo) enhance learning effectiveness
and dramatically improve accessibility for non-
native speakers, dyslexic, and visually impaired
students through multi-modal and multilingual
content conversion. Finally, GenAl boosts
educators’ creativity by serving as a thought
partner for idea generation and democratizing
complex skills like design and coding, enabling
the effortless creation of visuals, presentations,
and even audio/video content. This fosters
innovative, authentic learning activities, including
Al-moderated focus groups, product launch
simulations, and Al role-playing scenarios
(Acar, 2024).

The emergence of GenAl highlights existing
limitations within traditional marketing education,
revealing a disparity between current academic
offerings and the GenAl-driven competencies
demanded by industry. This situation suggest
a critical re-evaluation by educators and industry
stakeholders to redefine the essential skills for
marketers. A collaborative approach here is vital,
aiming to produce marketing graduates who
are both proficient in GenAl and possess a solid
foundation in core marketing principles which
helps to prompt Al-tools correctly. Analysis
of GenAlI’s application in marketing, as identified
by Mehmet et al., revealed key confrontational
gaps. These gaps, derived from secondary data
sources, covering six primary themes:

GenAl for digital marketers;

GenAl for content creation;

GenAl in research and insights;

GenAl skills development;

Ethics in the age of GenAl;

Limitations and negative impact of GenAl
on workforce.

These broad categories are subdivided into
secondary themes, which cover specific aspects
within each primary domain. Finally, the most
detailed level comprises tertiary themes, which
articulate the precise confrontational gaps,
the specific issues or limitations that require
further research and resolution in the context
of marketing education. For instance, the theme
concerning GenAl for digital marketers identifies
critical gaps related to GenAl-enhanced
marketing techniques and strategic GenAl
integration. This includes challenges in effectively
integrating GenAl into broader marketing
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strategies, ensuring personalized customer
engagement, and automating complex tasks
such as ad copy generation, SEO work like
titles and description generation, and product
recommendations. It also points to gaps in
improving customer journey analysis through
GenAl and leveraging predictive analytics for
deeper marketing insights and GenAl-powered
chatbots for customer service.

Similarly, in the area of GenAl for content
creation, the framework highlights gaps
within content automation & optimization
and GenAl tools for creativity. These involve
difficulties in efficiently automating the creation
of blog posts, videos, and graphics, email chains
and achieving genuine personalization in content
generation. Furthermore, the use of GenAl for
creative content (e.g., Midjourney, DALL-E)
and the crucial skill of prompt engineering for
artistic content are areas where significant gaps
are noted.

The domain of GenAl in research and Insights
reveals gaps concerning customer insights
through GenAl and market & trend analysis.
This points to challenges in deriving actionable
insights from customer data, automating market
research processes, and effectively personalizing
marketing strategies based on data analysis.
Additionally, gaps exist in utilizing GenAl to
forecast customer behavior and trends, and in
applying Natural Language Processing (NLP)
for sentiment analysis (analyzing text data to
determine the emotional tone of message).

The essential theme of GenAl skills develop-
ment underscores critical gaps in how GenAl can
function as a coach, mentor, tutor, and critique.
It identifies specific needs in improving prompt
engineering techniques for GenAl outputs, cus-
tomizing GenAl models for business needs,
and building advanced GenAl tools. Foundational
skills like ideation, writing, and critical thinking,
which are increasingly influenced by GenAl, also
feature as important areas where development is
required.

In addition, the framework dedicates signifi-
cant attention to ethics in the age of GenAl, cat-
egorizing gaps related to addressing bias and fair-
ness in GenAl-driven content, privacy and data
security in GenAl usage, and social responsibility
and the ethical use of GenAl tools. Specific ter-

tiary themes under this category include critical
issues like bias, fairness, privacy, broader social
and environmental impacts, the impact on mental
health, and the overall responsibility associated
with Al deployment.

Finally, the categorization addresses the limita-
tions and negative impacts of GenAl on the work-
force. This includes concerns about the impact on
long-term human capabilities and specific limita-
tions related to technological output and accuracy.
Identified tertiary gaps point to issues such as
the reliability of GenAl, the tendency for users to
take shortcuts which can lead to lowering overall
quality of marketing work, limitations in creative
outputs compared to human-generated content,
the risk of bias in output, monotonous content
generation, and the persistent need for continuous
monitoring and human oversight. (Mehmet et al.,
2025).

Guha and Grewal point that marketing
and marketing education are already profoundly
affected by digital disruptions brought by GenAl,
a trend set to continue, and that educators must
integrate digital technologies into the classroom.
Given widespread predictions that ChatGPT
will substantially alter learning in business
schools, Guha and Grewal pose a critical ques-
tion: How should marketing educators concep-
tualize and plan for the use of ChatGPT, effec-
tively balancing its benefits with its downsides?
Based on their comprehensive literature review,
interviews, and survey results, they offer a series
of recommendations which cover the importance
for marketing educators to designing assign-
ments that emulate real-world marketer interac-
tions with ChatGPT, much like current curricula
train students on specialized marketing software.
The authors provide examples of such assign-
ments in an appendix to their work, noting that
these could be further refined based on employer
feedback and actual industry uses. (Guha et al.,
2024). Furthermore, Guha and Grewal assert that
ChatGPT can significantly enhance the learn-
ing experience, from institutions like London
Business School and Yale University regarding
its value in supporting assignments, generating
suggestions, and providing feedback (“London
Business School ChatGPT Basics,” n.d.). The
authors argue that by offloading cognitively easy
but time-consuming “busywork” to ChatGPT,
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educators can enable students to devote more cog-
nitive resources to demanding or creative tasks,
drawing an analogy to how calculators free up
students to interpret numerical meaning rather
than performing manual calculations. They also
emphasize that ChatGPT can facilitate the devel-
opment of more effective arguments by providing
counterarguments or alternate ideas, citing their
own experience with students using it to antici-
pate objections in competition pitches, paralleling
classroom debates described by other research-
ers. Finally, Guha and Grewal identify ChatGPT
as a constantly available study partner, capable
of rapidly generating flashcards and outlines,
thereby accommodating diverse learning styles,
though they caution that students must learn to
protect against the risk of incorrect information.
The authors extensively address the significant
downsides of ChatGPT. They state that ChatGPT
makes errors, underscoring the user’s responsibil-
ity to verify all provided information. The risks
of plagiarism are problematic in academic con-
text, as ChatGPT can produce grade-worthy
responses that are difficult for existing detection
systems to prove as non-original work. Guha
and Grewal explore the evolving ethical ques-
tion of disclosing ChatGPT use, referencing APA
guidance which holds authors responsible for
any errors or plagiarism from Al-generated con-
tent. They also consider the challenge of design-
ing “ChatGPT-proof” assignments, noting that
solutions like oral exams are not easily scalable.
Finally, privacy concerns are raised, as upload-
ing sensitive data to ChatGPT could expose it to
unauthorized access, potentially limiting its use in
certain contexts. (Guha et al., 2024)

Conclusion. Artificial Intelligence is pro-
foundly changing marketing, making it crucial
for education to adapt. This article has shown
that while academic discussion on Al in mar-
keting education is still in its early days, there’s
an urgent need to integrate practical Al expe-
rience, given Al’s rapid growth, its benefits,
and the new challenges it presents. Marketing
education has always adapted to new technol-
ogies like social media and digital marketing
as showcased by (Mehmet et al., 2025). Yet,
Al brings a deeper shift, altering entire market-
ing workflows. Most marketers already see Al
as increasingly important and a key to success
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as highlighted by (Weege & Zweigle, 2025).
For educators, Al, like ChatGPT, offers real ben-
efits: it can help students practice real-world mar-
keting tasks, enhance learning by reducing routine
“busywork” to free up time for creative thinking,
and act as a consistent study partner. However,
Al integration comes with significant challenges.
Al tools can make errors, exhibit biases, and pose
serious risks of plagiarism and privacy breaches.
Educators must also teach about AI more broadly,
not just one tool like ChatGPT, as the technology
is still evolving (Guha et al., 2024).

Crucially, the “human factor” remains cen-
tral. While Al is brilliant at certain tasks, human
critical thinking, strategic judgment, and ethi-
cal considerations are irreplaceable. Challenges

remain in areas like AI for marketers, content
creation, and ethics, underscoring that students
need more knowledge, training, and experience
to use Al effectively and responsibly for busi-
ness success.

In summary, marketing education faces a vital
turning point. Wisely integrating AI competen-
cies is not merely optional but essential to pre-
pare future marketing professionals. This requires
a balanced approach that leverages Al’s advan-
tages while directly addressing its limitations,
with a strong focus on developing human criti-
cal thinking and strategic skills. Future research
should continue to bridge these emerging gaps to
ensure marketing education is not years behind
industry trends.

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PSYCHOLOGICAL AND PEDAGOGICAL SUPPORT FOR THE PRE-SERVICE
TEACHERS’ PROFESSIONALLY DETERMINED QUALITIES DEVELOPMENT:
METHODOLOGICAL CONTEXTS UNDER
THE NEW UKRAINIAN SCHOOL AGENDA

In the article, the the methodological aspects of the professional qualities of a teacher of the New Ukrainian School
development were highlighted. In particular, the methodological approaches that provide a scientific basis for the studied
process in the conditions of professional training were specified. The problems of pedagogical modeling as the basis
for building a system of the educational process in a pedagogical college are highlighted. A general characteristic
of the organizational and methodological system for the formation of professional qualities of a pre-service teacher is
given.

Today, the relevance of the forming the professional qualities of a pre-service teacher in the context of the requirements
of the Concept “New Ukrainian School” research concerns both primary school teachers and secondary school teachers.
The importance of this issue is associated with the mature socio-pedagogical significance of the problem, the the quality
of teacher training ensuring in modern pedagogical institutions, as well as its insufficient theoretical development
and practical solution in the context of modern humanistic, personally oriented and competency-based educational
paradigms.

New approaches to the formation of professional qualities of future primary school and music teachers are based on
positive changes taking place in the education system, in particular in higher education: democratization, humanization,
humanitarianization of education, innovative processes, development of pedagogical creativity, revival of national
educational principles and traditions.

The concept of the New Ukrainian School actualizes the updated value determinants of professional teacher training:
partnership, leadership, innovation, motivation, mobility. These provisions were taken into account when designing
a model of participatory pedagogical support for the formation of professionally significant qualities of pre-service
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teachers for the New Ukrainian School as a holistic system, the implementation algorithm of which is a student-centered
approach, which will strengthen the formation of professional and pedagogical knowledge, skills, and competencies.

At the level of designing the content of professional training, the above provisions were taken into account in the design
of educational teacher training programs, which are used to train primary school teachers and Music Art teachers for
the New Ukrainian School at the Municipal Institution of Higher Education “Lutsk Pedagogical College” of the Volyn

Regional Council.

Key words: pedagogical education, the concept of “New Ukrainian School”, primary school teacher, Music teacher,
participatory support, professionally significant qualities, professional training.

Introduction. Today, the relevance of scientific
research of developing the professional qualities
of future teachers in the context of the require-
ments of the Concept “New Ukrainian School”
concerns both primary school teachers and second-
ary school teachers. The importance of this issue
is associated with the mature socio-pedagogical
significance of the problem of the teacher train-
ing quality ensuring at modern pedagogical insti-
tutions of higher education, as well as insufficient
theoretical development and practical solution to
it in the context of modern humanistic, person-
ally oriented and competency-based educational
paradigms.

The agenda of socio-economic, political
and cultural transformations in Ukraine, asso-
ciated with the world trends of globalization,
integration and informatization of the society,
requires a new vision of the goals and objec-
tives of pedagogical education, its role in public,
socio-cultural life.

The Concept of the New Ukrainian School
actualizes the wupdated value determinants
of teacher training: partnership, leadership, inno-
vation, motivation, mobility [Concept].

In practice, this involves the effective imple-
mentation of the philosophy of human-cen-
teredness in education, participatory management
processes and communications.

Problem statement. The current pace
of development of science, technology, cul-
ture and art, constant updating and changes in
the content of professional activities of numer-
ous specialists pose one of the most urgent prob-
lems — scientific substantiation of the updated
content of higher pedagogical education.

Nowadays, fundamental changes are tak-
ing place in all spheres of educational activ-
ity — methodology, functions, forms and meth-
ods, teaching services, trends in the development
of the pedagogical process, value priorities, atti-
tudes and guidelines, in the system of intra-ed-
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ucational communications and relationships.
Pedagogical innovation is manifested in the new
content of education, increased requirements
for the quality of education and new principles
and approaches to the training of pedagogical
personnel.

Analysis of recent research and publica-
tions. The problem of forming the professional
qualities of a future teacher through higher edu-
cation system has become the subject of scientific
research in the field of philosophy (V. Andrush-
chenko, V. Kremen, V. Ognev’yuk and oth-
ers), psychology and pedagogical psychology
(G. Kostyuk, S. Maksymenko and others), higher
school pedagogy (V. Bodnar, O. Semenog,
N. Nychkalo, N. Bibik, O. Yaroshenko and oth-
ers), musical pedagogy (O. Oleksyuk, G. Padalka,
O. Rudnytska and others). Methods of working
with student musical groups have been devel-
oped by such domestic scientists as A. Bol-
garsky, B. Brylin, O. Voevodin, M. Guralnyk,
O. Ilchenko, I. Marynin, T. Plyachenko, V. Fedo-
ryshyn and others.

The problem of modeling pedagogical phe-
nomena was studied by O. Savchenko, S. Gon-
charenko, I. Drach and others. Modeling in peda-
gogy is an important means of scientific research,
with the help of which it is possible to establish
patterns, properties, conditions for building a sys-
tem of pedagogical process; determine the direc-
tion in pedagogical activity; present a general
methodological system and develop a program
and technology of activity; reflect an idea,
a certain process, a pedagogical phenomenon as
a whole.

Higher education, which is obtained by bach-
elor’s level graduates, is considered by domes-
tic scientists as a set of systematized knowledge
and practical skills, professional, ideological,
civic qualities, professional and pedagogical com-
petencies and moral and aesthetic values. Hence,
the main tasks of professional training of students
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are to arm them with deep theoretical knowledge
and practical skills and skills of teaching musi-
cal art and ensuring artistic and aesthetic educa-
tion of schoolchildren; expanding and enriching
the artistic and creative experience of students;
forming value artistic orientations, a culture
of perception of art, skills of artistic self-educa-
tion and creativity.

The purpose of the article: to substantiate
the essence of methodological approaches that
ensure the effectiveness of psychological and ped-
agogical support for the development of profes-
sionally determined qualities of the New Ukrain-
ian School teachers at the stage of professional
training.

Results and discussions. The main task
of modern pedagogical and artistic education
is the development of the personal potential
of the future teacher; arming him with a system
of scientific knowledge from various branches
of pedagogy, psychology, art, which determine
the scientifically based strategy, tactics and proce-
dure of pedagogical work; with the methodology
of scientific knowledge; with a complex of prac-
tical artistic and creative skills; forming his pro-
fessional readiness for the chosen profession; fos-
tering a constant need for deepening professional
knowledge, self-study, self-education, self-ed-
ucation, one’s own professional development
and growth.

In these conditions, a higher education insti-
tution is becoming increasingly important as
an important socio-educational object, designed
not only to provide a profession, but also to
solve the problems of training national personnel
of a fundamentally new quality. These should be
specialists who are characterized by high profes-
sionalism combined with proper spirituality, cul-
ture and serious humanitarian training, human-
istic worldview positions. At the same time, they
should be enterprising and able to quickly adapt
to transformational changes, rapid innovative
changes caused by the achievements of scientific,
technological and social progress. It is precisely
such training of specialists that we consider today
to be the main task of our educational system
[Bibik].

The predictive goal of an educational insti-
tution is to provide balanced general and profes-
sional education, comprehensive development
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of the student’s personality, the formation of his
or her universal human values, important personal
and socially significant professional qualities.

We consider the training of future teachers
as their acquisition of a complex of professional
knowledge, skills and abilities in the process
of thorough mastery of socio-cultural, psycho-
logical-pedagogical and professional disci-
plines, the formation of professionally important
and personally significant qualities, the devel-
opment of the creative potential of the indi-
vidual, which ensures readiness for success-
ful self-realization and continuous professional
self-improvement.

All this leads to the creation of a new objective
and promising model of organizing the pedagog-
ical process in the conditions of higher education
for pedagogical training and the formation of pro-
fessional qualities of students.

Modeling is the basis for building any sys-
tem of the educational process. The model we
designed as an effectively operating pedagogi-
cal system determines the purposeful pedagogi-
cal process of forming the professional qualities
of a future teacher, specific actions of the teacher
and students, methods and means, scientific
and methodological support for teaching special
subjects, and the predicted results obtained. We
consider the model as a definition of the dynam-
ics of the student’s professional and intellectual
development within the framework of the main
areas of activity of the New Ukrainian School.

We believe that the model of the forma-
tion of a future teacher should take into account
the following factors and meet important condi-
tions, specifically:
the model should clearly define the goal,
objectives and tasks of the educational process
and project its desired result;
should ensure the unity of the main ped-
agogical, psychological and methodological com-
ponents of the pedagogical process;
should have a high explanatory capac-
ity of existing actions, facts, the ability to predict
possible patterns and trends in the development
of research processes;
the structure of the model should indicate
the functions of the participants in the pedagogi-
cal process and the sequence of implementation
of pedagogical actions;
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the model should contain an appropriate
amount of information; the structure of the model
should be dynamic;

the structure of the model requires con-
sistency and subordination of its main compo-
nents, which form new professional qualities, to
the general goal of the model;

the content of the model should be con-
stantly updated, adjusted; the structural compo-
nents of the model should be optimally balanced
in accordance with the identified professional
requirements;

the model should ensure the possibility
of achieving the predicted goal, tasks, actions,
activities of all participants in the pedagogical
process.

The process of modeling the pedagogical
system for the formation of professional qual-
ities of future teachers includes the following
stages: study and analysis of the existing state
of the organization of the pedagogical process,
highlighting its essential features; setting specific
goals and objectives for improving the organi-
zation of the pedagogical process; determining
the main parameters, relationships, relationships
and interdependencies in this work; building
a structural and functional model of the formation
of students’ professional qualities; theoretical sub-
stantiation of the model; checking the optimality
of the model, its compliance with real requests
and requirements of practice, and predicted
results.

Of course, modeling does not cover all
the diversity and complexity of real management
of the pedagogical process. The purpose of mod-
eling is to determine the main, essential, generally
significant in the managerial aspect and ensure
the manageability of the process. Therefore, when
developing a functional model, it is important to
take into account the educational, socio-cultural,
pedagogical and other features and capabilities
of a particular educational institution, the poten-
tial capabilities of the teaching staff.

In modern educational discourse, various
aspects of the problem of forming the personal-
ity of a future teacher are reflected in the works
of S. Goncharenko, O. Dubaseniuk, G. Padalka,
O. Oleksiuk, N. Nychkalo, I. Drach, etc.
A number of models of a preservice teacher
personality have been developed. The neces-
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sary qualities of such a personality are con-
sidered to be: competence, creativity, human-
ity, intelligence, optimism, pedagogical ethics,
the ability to life and professional self-determina-
tion and self-development.

The competence of a teacher is expressed
in his/her philosophical views, broad horizons,
a high level of professional and psychologi-
cal and pedagogical knowledge, the formation
of skills and abilities to apply innovative technol-
ogies in practical activities.

Creativity 1is expressed in the originality
of thinking, independence of judgments, a crea-
tive approach to solving the tasks set, a constant
need for a creative search for ways to renew
and improve the conditions of a person’s life.

Humanity is manifested in love for children,
kindness, compassion, implementation in the pro-
cess of pedagogical activity of the principles
of interaction, cooperation and co-creation, crea-
tion of a situation of success.

Intelligence implies a high level of spiritual,
moral, emotional and aesthetic culture, the rela-
tionship of acquired knowledge, skills and abil-
ities with the internal need to behave in accord-
ance with them.

Optimism means faith in oneself, in one’s
strengths and  capabilities, confidence in
the results of one’s own activities, the ability to
rejoice in life, one’s achievements, the successes
of others.

Pedagogical ethics as a type of ethics that
addresses the problems of pedagogy of relation-
ships and is associated with upbringing, proce-
dural professional behavior of a teacher.

The ability for professional self-determination
and self-development is expressed in developed
emotional and volitional qualities, possession
of methods of reflective thinking (introspection,
self-assessment), in the need and willingness to
constantly learn both in professional and personal
and social life.

A versatilely developed personality is a har-
monious personality, educated, moral, active, able
to adapt to the conditions of social life, to take
responsibility.

In light of the European integration prospects
of domestic higher education, pedagogical in
particular, the development of research quali-
ties, skills, and competencies of future teachers is

of great importance: “Students should be exposed
to research or activities related to research
and innovation at all levels of higher education
in order to develop critical and creative think-
ing that will allow them to find innovative solu-
tions to emerging challenges. It is important to
improve the synergy between education, research,
and innovation” [Paris Communiqué, 2018].

The Rome Communiqué (2020), in particular,
notes that in the European Higher Education Area
(EHEA), student-centredness, academic freedom,
inclusiveness, equality, flexibility and openness
of learning pathways are the values that should
shape the academic environments of higher edu-
cation institutions in order to provide learners
with the opportunity to “complete or update their
cultural, professional and transversal/generic
competences at different stages of their lives”
[Rome Communiqué, 2020].

An equally important issue is the charac-
teristics of the educational environment in
which the professionally significant qualities
of the future teacher are formed. In this regard,
it is worth mentioning that, in accordance with
the strategic directions for development until
2030, the European Higher Education Area should
be inclusive, innovative and interconnected,
namely:

* inclusive, as everyone who studies will
have equal access to higher education and will
receive full support in completing their studies
and training;

* innovative, as it will introduce new
and better coordinated methods and practices
of learning, teaching and assessment, which are
closely linked to research;
interconnected, as our common
and common frameworks and tools will continue
to facilitate and improve international cooperation
and reform, knowledge exchange and mobility
of staff and students [Rome Communiqué, 2020].

In view of the above, we come to the conclu-
sion that the process of formation of profession-
ally significant qualities in preservice teachers
requires not only the modernization of its content,
but also proper psychological and pedagogical
support and facilitation. Scientific and methodo-
logical support as a pedagogical category is con-
sidered to be a set of various approaches, tech-
nologies, forms, methods, procedures, measures,
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techniques that ensure the organization of the ped-
agogical process [Lebid, Belash]. The above pro-
visions were taken into account when designing
a model of participatory pedagogical support for
the formation of professionally significant qual-
ities of preservice teachers as a holistic system,
the implementation algorithm of which is a stu-
dent-centered approach, which will allow the for-
mation of professional and pedagogical knowl-
edge, skills, and competencies.

According to the results of O. Fast’s research,
the following characteristics of participatory sup-
port in the process of professional training of pre-
service teachers for the New Ukrainian School
were identified:
dialogical interaction between the teacher
and the student according to the parity model;
joint decision-making by the student
and the teacher to solve professional tasks (didac-
tic, organizational, educational, methodological,
psychological, communicative, managerial, etc.);
ensuring that each student has the oppor-
tunity to actively participate in the process
of forming professionally significant qualities
at all stages of training, adoption, implementation,
control and evaluation of decisions;
co-creation of the teacher and the student,
the search for synergy, the disclosure of the crea-
tive potential of each subject.

The effectiveness of the implementation
of participatory support, as evidenced by edu-
cational practice, in particular the experience
of the scientific and methodological labora-
tory “New Ukrainian School” at Lutsk Teacher
Training College, consists in interaction, close
in essence to negotiations, effective pedagogi-
cal partnership with the aim of finding common
ground on a particular professional problem,
adopting a single agreed decision when discussing
the multiplicity of possible solutions to its solu-
tion and ensuring the cognitive activity of higher
education applicants [Fast 2020].

The model of participatory pedagogical sup-
port is considered as a structural complex (sys-
tem) of interconnected elements of the peda-
gogical process, where its main components
are integrated: goal, principles, organizational
and pedagogical conditions, content of training
and its organizational forms, a complex of pro-
fessionally significant qualities of a preservice
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school teacher as a result of the implementation
of the proposed conditions that take into account
methodological requirements.

Among the methodological requirements, we
highlight the approaches on which the effective-
ness of psychological and pedagogical support is
based.

The participatory approach, which originated
in foreign management theories, means “manage-
ment based on the participation of all employees
of the organization in making management deci-
sions” [Voskova 2014]. Semantically, partici-
patory is correlated with such concepts as par-
ticipation, complicity, inclusion. It is thanks to
pedagogical support that the transition of external
social and pedagogical influences into internal
regulators of behavior is made possible, which
affect the level of formation of professionally sig-
nificant qualities of future teachers.

Axiopedagogical, humanistic approach, which
is based on humanistic orientations and involves
a value-based attitude towards a person, the devel-
opment of his personal inner freedom and poten-
tial. Accordingly, the humanization of education is
considered as a paradigm based on a human-cen-
tric approach, recognition of the person as
the highest social value, respect for the individ-
ual, his or her needs and interests, and the creation
of conditions for human development, his or her
constant improvement, self-development, self-af-
firmation, and self-realization.

Competency-based approach, which means
that pedagogical skills help to solve educational
problems based on the acquired knowledge,
skills and experience. The competency-based
model of learning involves active construction
of the educational process, increasing the vol-
ume of students’ independent work, accumulation
of practical professional experience, self-study
and self-improvement of the personality.

A personally oriented approach, which is
implemented through individualization of learn-
ing, selection of educational tasks and exercises
that contribute to the optimal individual devel-
opment of each student. An individual approach
allows you to determine the optimal content,
structure and methodology of presenting educa-
tional material.

Subjective approach in learning, the essence
of which is to create for each student a situa-
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tion of a subjective position, which provides
the opportunity to independently determine
the goal, objectives of their activities, to inde-
pendently choose methods of activity taking
into account individual capabilities, to analyze
and evaluate its process and results.

Interactive approach, in which the teacher
and the student are in a position of equal active
partnership in the process of organizing educa-
tional activities — its design, preparation, imple-
mentation and evaluation of results, which pro-
vides the opportunity to successfully form in
the student: the ability and ability to adapt to
the student in a group, to exchange information;
the ability to formulate and put forward their
own ideas, hypotheses, projects; the ability to see
and define the problem; skills of working with
various sources of information; readiness to make
decisions in non-standard problem situations;
the ability to clearly and convincingly express
their opinion.

Personal-activity approach, which is char-
acterized by individualization and differentia-
tion of the pedagogical process and provides for
a state of “free search” in the learning process,
improvisation, independence, creativity, invariant
content of educational material.

The individual-creative approach 1s a key
approach connected with development of stu-
dents’ creative abilities in understanding ped-
agogical  phenomena, processes, patterns,
the formation of personal-individual professional
competencies and the ability to be guided by them
in pedagogical activities. The individual-crea-
tive approach, which requires individualization
and personification of the educational process,
is a basic prerequisite for the effectiveness of all
recent approaches [Semenog, Grona 2021].

The functioning of the dynamic system we
have developed, built on the basis of a compre-
hensive activity model of learning, will be effec-
tive and productive if certain conditions are met
and urgent tasks are solved, among which spe-
cial attention should be paid to: ensuring organic
unity and its interconnection with other educa-
tional and socio-cultural systems based on adher-
ence to the principles of continuity, interaction,
integration and differentiation; targeted influence
on all areas of the future teacher’s personality:
intellectual, emotional-volitional, spiritual, effec-
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tively practical; creating a favorable atmosphere
of social significance and support for the future
teacher’s personality in the educational institution,
which encourages the student to be active in edu-
cational activities; stimulating the student’s needs
for self-improvement, self-study, self-actualiza-
tion, creativity; modernization of the educational
and methodological base, information and meth-
odological support for the professional training
of preservice teachers, introduction of creative

methods, modern progressive systems of training
and development.

At the level of designing the professional train-
ing content, the above provisions were taken into
account in the developing of educational and pro-
fessional programs, for primary school teachers
and Music Art teachers for the New Ukrainian
School at the Municipal Institution of Higher
Education “Lutsk Teacher Training College”
of the Volyn Regional Council (Table 1).

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Conclusions. Based on the conducted
research, the following conclusions can be
drawn:

*  Pedagogical modeling is a key tool for
scientific research into the patterns and conditions
for building an effective system of the educational
process, developing programs and technologies
for psychological and pedagogical support,
as well as determining specific pedagogical
measures aimed at forming professionally
significant qualities of the preservice teachers
of the reformed Ukrainian school.

*  The process of modeling the pedagogical
system for forming professional qualities
of future teachers includes a set of stages: from
analyzing the current state and highlighting
significant features to setting goals, determining

parameters, building a structural and functional
model and its theoretical justification, as well as
checking optimality.

*  Psychological and pedagogical support
for the formation of professional qualities
of pre-service teachers is a complex, variable
and dynamic system of the pedagogical process
organizing. The participatory nature of support is
based on the two-way interaction of the teacher
and students, covering the content, forms, means,
methodological techniques and technologies for
solving educational tasks and providing feedback.

The article explores effective teaching strategies that go beyond traditional instruction, aiming to transform early
language encounters into rich, memorable, and motivating experiences. It draws on the principles of communicative
language teaching (CLT), placing a strong emphasis on emotional engagement, building positive teacher-student
rapport, and encouraging learner autonomy from the outset. Among the practical tools and methodologies discussed
are gamification techniques, the integration of multimedia resources, personalisation of classroom content, task-based
learning, and the use of positive reinforcement. These approaches aim not only to improve language acquisition but also
to support the development of confidence and intrinsic motivation in young learners.

Furthermore, the article delves into common obstacles faced by educators, such as student anxiety, low participation,
and the psychological gap between teacher and adolescent. It offers practical, experience-based solutions for overcoming
these barriers, including creating a safe and supportive learning environment, managing classroom dynamics with
empathy, and designing lessons that are linguistically accessible yet personally meaningful. Overall, the article highlights
the importance of viewing beginner-level teaching as a professional and creative endeavour that requires adaptability,
patience, and genuine understanding of the adolescent learner.

These
findings are particularly relevant when applied
to teenagers, whose cognitive and emotional
development requires teaching approaches that
are both structured and flexible. At the same time,
researchers such as Dornyei and Ushioda (2011)
have highlighted the role of intrinsic motivation
and learner autonomy as critical factors in
maintaining engagement, especially in contexts
where students may feel overwhelmed by
the novelty and perceived difficulty of language
learning.

Moreover, empirical evidence suggests that
the use of gamification (Burke, 2014; Godwin-
Jones, 2014), digital media (Pegrum, 2014),
and personalized content (Tomlinson, 2013)
can significantly enhance student participation,
enjoyment, and retention at the beginner level.
These methods have been shown to improve
learners’ affective responses, lower anxiety,
and foster a sense of connection between
the language and students’ real-world interests —
an outcome particularly desirable when working
with adolescent learners.

Nevertheless, the specific intersection
of teenage psychology, beginner-level instruction,
and engagement-focused teaching strategies
remains insufficiently explored. Few studies
directly address how classroom rapport, cultural
relevance, and interactive tasks can work in
tandem to «spark» initial interest and sustain
motivation among teens with no prior English
background. Therefore, this article contributes
to the field by synthesizing relevant theoretical
frameworks and applying them to the specific
challenges of teaching teenage beginners in
modern, dynamic learning environments.

The subject matter of the study is
the development of engaging strategies for
teaching English to teenage  beginners.
For advanced teachers and those just starting
their teaching experience, teaching beginners
might seem more straightforward than instructing
students at more advanced levels. Nevertheless,
this is a wrong impression. The beginner level is
more of a challenge, since it sometimes demands
more comprehensive preparation for the lesson.
However, once you have the proper techniques
and materials for guidance, beginners can be
the most rewarding students to teach.

Results and Discussion. The CEFR, or
Common European Framework of Reference
for Languages, is an international standard
for language ability. The Council of Europe
developed it and is widely used in language
teaching and assessment worldwide. According to
La Forét Education Pvt Ltd (2024), CEFR has six
levels, from A1 for beginners to C2 for users who
are proficient in the language.

According to the CEFR, beginners are
learners at the Al level, and sometimes also A2,
depending on the context. The learners can be
characterised in the following way:

— They have little to no prior knowledge
of the language;

— They can use and understand basic
everyday expressions (e.g., greetings, asking for
directions, introducing themselves);

— They can interact very limitedly if
the other person speaks slowly and clearly;

— They require support with vocabulary,
grammar, and pronunciation.

A true beginner has zero knowledge
of a language, which is rare with a language as
prevalent as English.

You’re more likely to encounter false
beginners on your teaching journey. These
learners have some language knowledge, which
they may have acquired at school, through media,
or self-study. However, their knowledge is so
limited that they must start from square one.

At the beginner level, a student should have
basic skills and knowledge for effective commu-
nication in everyday situations. In particular, those
at the Al level study the components in the table
below. This was set out by the Council of Europe

These students typically strongly desire
independence while simultaneously experiencing
heightened self-consciousness regarding how their
peers perceive them. Though they’re developing
more complex abstract thinking capabilities, their
motivation and confidence often vary significantly
daily. When teaching adolescents, it’s essential to
recognise that they generally resist direct authority
but thrive in environments built on mutual respect.
Their sensitivity to embarrassment means teachers
must approach error correction with particular care
and tactfulness.

Tips for working with teen beginners:

1. Teens need to express their identity,
even with basic English. Simple projects
about their interests help them connect with
the language personally. To maximise learning
outcomes, lessons should incorporate content that
connects meaningfully to teenagers’ real-world
interests and experiences, making the language

learning process more personally relevant
and motivating.
2. Technology is your friend. Most

teens enjoy using apps, social media activities,
and creating digital content to learn English.

3. Group work is practical. Teens often
learn better from peers than teachers, and working
together reduces pressure on individuals.

4. Use mature materials. Even though
they’re beginners, teens need content that respects
their age, not materials designed for young
learners.
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5.  Some teens get frustrated when they can’t
express complex thoughts in simple English.
Regular encouragement and celebrating small
achievements help keep them motivated.

6. Clear progress markers are essential.
Teenagers respond well to seeing evidence that
their skills are improving.

Teen beginners need clarity and structure
to feel secure and purposeful in their learning.
Make sure you start with clear goals. To make it
more effective, share the lesson’s goal at the start
and refer back to it during the class. Don’t use
overwhelming language while presenting learning
objectives; it’s a good idea to present them in
student-friendly language (e.g., ‘Today we will
learn how to talk about our families’). Break
down long-term goals into small, achievable steps.
For example, the long-term goal would be ‘Talk
about daily routines using the present simple.’
Meanwhile, the short-term goal is ‘Say what time
you wake up, have breakfast, and go to school.’

When the goals are set, beginners must build
a foundation in core skills: speaking, listening,
reading, and writing. The teacher’s task is to
guide them in their journey and build a strong
and balanced foundation for future language
development.

Why is focusing on key skills necessary
for teen beginners? These students aren’t
just memorising words and grammar rules —
they’re learning how to use the language in real
situations. Each skill plays a role:

Speaking: Builds confidence and fluency; helps
learners communicate.

Listening: Develops
and models correct pronunciation.

comprehension
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Reading: Reinforces vocabulary and grammar
structures.

Writing: Encourages organisation of thoughts
and accuracy.

In real-world communication, we often
combine skills. Imagine ordering food: you listen,
speak, possibly read a menu, and might write
something down. Teaching in isolation doesn’t
prepare students for this. That’s why lessons
that combine all four skills are naturally more
dynamic and engaging. For example, reading
a short comic (reading) can lead to a discussion
(speaking), followed by a creative writing task
(writing), all while listening to character voices
in audio (listening). Focusing on all skills allows
students to develop holistically and helps teachers
identify who needs support in a particular area.
Some may speak well but struggle with writing;
others may read fast but fear speaking in class.

By setting clear goals and building core
language skills, you’re helping teen beginners
navigate the early stages of their language journey
with purpose and confidence. However, even with
a well-planned path, students must see how far
they’ve come and where they’re headed. This is
where tracking and reviewing progress become
essential.

Teenagers often question the point of what
they’re learning, especially at the beginner
level, where progress can feel slow. If they
don’t see precise results, they may quickly
lose interest. When teachers highlight progress
through goals achieved, new vocabulary used, or
successful tasks completed, students feel a sense
of achievement and purpose. If a student couldn’t
introduce themselves a week ago but now can
say, “Hi, I'm Ivan. 'm 15. I’'m from Vinnytsia”,
and visible improvement boosts their confidence.

Revisiting what students have learned
and allowing them to apply it again helps move
information from short-term to long-term
memory. Beginners benefit from lots of review
through repetition, recycling language, and short
assessments. A student learns food vocabulary
on Monday, uses it in a guessing game on
Wednesday, and writes a menu on Friday. That’s
a meaningful review.

Finally, when teens reflect on what they’ve
learned or check off what they can do, they
become more active participants in their learning.

They know how to self-assess and set personal
goals — a key step toward becoming independent
language learners. Tracking allows teachers to
notice patterns: who is struggling and progressing
quickly, and which skills need more practice
across the class. This helps with differentiated
instruction and better planning. Use simple
progress trackers (charts, journals, folders) or
short self-reflection tasks at the end of lessons to
gather student feedback.

Before exploring how to teach English to
beginners, we must consider what you should
prepare. Choosing the right content for your
learners is one of the first and most important
steps you can take.

Many teachers begin by teaching lexical sets,
which include things like numbers, animals,
or food items, because they seem like a simple
and easy place to start. However, this language
is often irrelevant for learners and doesn’t give
beginners the content needed to form sentences
and use the language. The logical division
of information into parts will significantly
improve its perception and assimilation. Structure
the lesson plan; break it down into small tasks
and straightforward steps.

Teens often have short attention spans
and varied interests. Keeping them engaged
requires dynamic lessons and interactive
tasks. Using visual aids and gestures may help
you to demonstrate the task and engage your
students more. Teen beginners benefit greatly
from visual support. Pictures, flashcards,
icons, and realia help clarify meaning without
translation. Gestures provide extra cues to
reinforce instructions and vocabulary. For
example, you add valuable context to the phrase
‘Hello, my name is...” by putting it next to
an image of a person wearing a name tag
and shaking someone’s hand. You could also
clarify this phrase using gestures by waving when
you say ‘hello’ and pointing to yourself when
you say your name. When teaching ‘sit down’
and ‘stand up,’ point to a chair or mime the action
while saying the word. Use emotion-based facial
expressions to support adjectives like ‘happy,’
‘angry,” or ‘tired.” Before each lesson, plan
the best way to introduce the target language so
you’re well-prepared with images and gestures to
help your student follow along.
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Repetition helps beginners absorb new
language, but it shouldn’t feel boring. Vary
the format — use chants, echoing, games, or
student-led repetition to make it interactive
and memorable (Korovii, 2025). After introducing
new vocabulary (e.g., days of the week), repeat
it through choral drilling, a memory game,
and a quick quiz game at the end of class. Find
more drilling techniques in the table below.

When teaching beginners, it’s important to
use simple language. With teens, do this without
sounding like you’re talking down to them.
Use clear, everyday English instead of overly
simplified ‘teacher talk.” Speak at a normal speed,
but make sure to say each word clearly. Take
short pauses between sentences to give them time
to think. Simplify your directions, instructions,
praise, and feedback to the shortest possible
forms, such as: ‘Good job!” ‘Take out your
workbooks’ or ‘Listen, please’.

Showing is better than telling. Instead
of just explaining a task, demonstrate it or
use a confident student as an example. Break
complicated tasks into numbered steps,
and provide visual aids or written instructions that
teens can use independently. This helps them feel
more independent.

Use the exact words for classroom routines
and instructions regularly. Teens will quickly

learn these words through repetition. This sets
a strong base for understanding language that is
more complex later. When teaching new words or
grammar, put them in real-life situations or stories
that teens can picture and connect with, rather
than just listing isolated words or rules.

Always check how well your students
have understood the lesson material. They are
frequently too shy to inquire or clarify
information. Instruction Checking Questions
(ICQs) and Concept Checking Questions (CCQs)
are helpful tools for teaching teen beginners, but
how you ask them is essential.

ICQs: Ask questions in a friendly way,
like ‘Are you writing or speaking?’ or ‘Do you
work alone or with a partner?’ This helps check
if they understand without making them feel
small.

CCQs: Be careful with how you ask these
questions, as teens might not want to show they
are confused. Instead of asking directly, try
to check understanding through fun activities.
For example, have students put events in order
on a timeline to see if they understand the past
tense, or use quick online polls where everyone
answers at once, so no one feels singled out.
Prepare your CCQs in advance not to make them
more complicated than the concept itself. After
teaching ‘He goes to school,” ask: 'Does he go

Make sure your CCQs are clear to understand
and draw a conclusion about a concept.

Scaffolding is a teaching strategy that involves
giving learners the proper support to complete
a task beyond their current ability, and gradually
reducing that support as they become more
confident and independent. For teen beginners,
scaffolding is essential because it helps them
to build confidence step by step and grasp new
language and skills through structured practice.
Here are several practical ways to scaffold
learning for teen beginners:

1. Model the task: consistently demonstrate
it before asking students to do it. This reduces
uncertainty and provides a clear example. If
students are writing about their weekend, show
them your short paragraph first and read it aloud.
Highlight wuseful phrases like ‘On Saturday,
ITwent...’

2. Break tasks into smaller steps: don’t
expect students to produce complex language
immediately. Start with manageable steps that
build toward the goal. For example, your goal is
for students to write about their daily routine.

Steps:

Step 1: Match routine verbs with pictures.

Step 2: Put verbs into sentences.

Step 3: Put sentences in order.

Step 4: Write about your routine.

3. Use sentence starters and frames: give
students structured language to help them express
ideas before they are ready to do it independently.
For example, before completing a production task
on expressing likes and dislikes, prepare some
prompts: I like  becauseits .’ ‘I don't like
Ity

4. Provide word banks or visual
aids: beginner teens may know the ideas they
want to express, but lack the vocabulary. Please
support them with visuals, word lists, or picture
dictionaries. During a speaking task about

hobbies, please give them a small list of verbs
(play, watch, go, read) and pictures to guide their
choices.

5. Gradually reduce support: as students
become more capable, reduce the amount of help.
Let them take more responsibility — for example,
by creating their sentences instead of using
sentence frames, or working in pairs rather than
being guided as a class.

All things considered, teaching beginners
a language is challenging, but seeing their rapid
improvement can be incredibly rewarding.
Gaining the skills and confidence to teach
beginners is also an excellent way to expand your
student base or continue your teaching journey.

Teaching English to teenage beginners presents
a unique blend of challenges and opportunities.
While their linguistic journey starts from
the ground up, it is precisely this foundational
stage that offers the greatest potential for
lasting impact. As this article has argued,
the key to success lies in moving beyond
traditional instruction and embracing strategies
that resonate with teenagers’ emotional, social,
and cognitive realities.

By integrating communicative methods,
gamified learning, and multimedia tools,
educators can create lessons that not only build
language skills but also foster motivation,
confidence, and a positive attitude toward
learning. Understanding the adolescent mindset,
nurturing  classroom rapport, and allowing
room for autonomy are essential to sustaining
engagement and reducing anxiety.

Ultimately, igniting enthusiasm for English
in teen beginners is not about simplifying
content — it’s about enriching the learning
experience. With the right pedagogical mindset
and creative approaches, teachers can spark
curiosity and inspire learners to see English
not as an obligation but as a meaningful
and empowering part of their personal growth.
